Teacher evaluations
Scudder said she wants to see more effective

use of teacher evaluations by department chair-

persons. Students should be able to review the
evaluations in order to figure out who are the
good and the bad professors, she said.

"We should be able to use the evaluations to
get positive change in teaching," Scudder said.
ASl'N members will talk to the faculty senate
about this, she said.

Another concern of Scudder's is student
advising.

"There is about one advisor for every 50 stu-

dents," she said. This ratio makes it hard for
advisors to get to know their students, she said.
Professor incentive

Professors need an incentive to become better
advisors, she said. Most students need to have
close ties with their advisors. Otherwise, she
said, students may lose their academic vision,
take classes that won't go toward their major and
end up spending an extra semester at UNL.

Scudder said ASUN will continue to work
toward gaining a student regent vote. Although
the ASl'N president is a member of the Board of
Regents, the president cannot vote.
Rec center

Since last year many students expressed the
need for a new recreation center, Scudder said a
committee had been set up and recently laid the
groundwork necessary for a legitimate proposal
for its construction.

Scudder said that in early August she attended
a four-da- y conference in San Francisco, with
