Showing Censorship Folly. 
Senator Smoot's attack on the 

Cutting amendment which would 
deprive customs officials of their 
job of defining literature has been 
brought home to the senator rather 
pointedly in a bulletin issued by the 
People’s Legislative Service. The 
bulletin quotes liberally from the 
"Discourses” of Brigham Young, 
former prophet and president of the 
Mormon church. The "Discourses” 
were printed in England In 1868 and 
reshipped to this country. Many 
passages are So objectionable as to 
be unprintable in newspapers. If 
there had been a customs censor- 
ship in 1868 the "Discourses” would 
have been barred from the country. 
Yet Senator Smoot, himself a high 
official In the Morrr n church, 
probably considers Brigham Young’s

Those who enjoy having and im- 
parting precise information noted 
with satisfaction that Mr. Hughes’ 
official nomination paper, when dis- 
patched to the Senate, phrased his 
cffice as "chief justice of the United 
States.” This will not prevent mil- 
ions of citizens from referring to 
aim as “chief justice of the supreme 
court,” for his function amounts to 
hat. In fact, the first seven chief 
ustices were so commissioned. But

position of the viewpoint of Mor- 
mon religion. 

It is quite likely that Brigham 
Young and his contemporaries d-d 
not regard the "Discourses" as ob- 
scene, as rugged pioneer people 
were given to the use of unvamisned 
language. The Old Testament con- 
tains passages which, taken bv 
themselves, are obscene from the 
modern viewpoint. If customs of- 
ficials applied to the Bible the rigid 
censorship applied to profane lit- 
erature no foreign editions of the 
former could be imported. 

Directing the attention of Sen- 
ator Smoot to the obscene char- 
acter of passages in the "Discourses" 
may serve to remind him that 
scholars, libraries and private col- 
lectors frequently wish to obtain 
never been officially known as "the 
United States supreme court." which 
many still call it. The exact title 
is "the supreme court of the United 
States although the constitution 
referred to the tribunal when cre- 
ating it as simply “one supreme 
court.” The more formal appella- 
tion is followed to such an extent 
that in telegraphers’ code the court's 
name is ticked off as "scotus”—a 
combination of all the first letters 
in its designation. 

While the act of creation mentions 
the head of the court as chief jus- 
tio*,” It specifies his colleagues as 
“Judges.” In general polite parlance this has beer, changed to “juatices.” 

I imported books which, written by 
persons whose moral standards were 
not identical with modern usage, 
contain passages offensive to popu- 
lar taste but which are not, in any 
genuine sense, immoral. Customs 
officials have interpreted the law 
so narrowly that they have incon- 
venienced many intelligent citizens 
who wish to read, collect or study 
ancient and modern classics. A stu- 
dent of religious movements who 
might desire to examine the Eng- 
lish edition of Brigham Young’s 
“Discourses” would be balked by 
customs officials. 

Hence the hint that has been 
given Senator Smoot by the People's 
Legislative Service is not imper- 
tinent or conceived with the idea of 
merely embarrassing him. It is a 
forceful lesson in tolerance. 
and it is considered proper to intro- 
duce an associate judge as "Mr. Jus- 
tice So-and-So.”
