CTALIFORBNIA
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Interest Shown in Plans to
Release Rural Credit Lands

From Yankton Press and Dakotan.

Oue 0i the problems faced by the present legislature,
and by no means the least vexing of the many faced, is that
of determining some policy with regard in disposing of
rural credit lands to which the state has been compelled

to take title,

The state’s rural credit land holdings now amount to
approximately 900,000 acres, comprising some 3,100 farms.
The value of this land varies widely, and it is scattered
in all parts of the state, but most of it is located in the west
river section. Necessity for getting this land back onto the
tax lists at the earliest possible date is obvious. Early liquid-
ation of the state’s holdings in order to reduce the out-
standing rural credit bond indebtedness and relieve the
state of some of its heavy interest payments is also urgent.

Numerous suggestions on how to proceed in working
out of the situation have been offered. Offering of the land
for sale, it is feared by some, would depress the market
and work an injustice to private owners of land, with the
state getting far less than the actual value of the land of-

fered.

A suggestion laid before the state Chamber of Com-
merce at its annual meeting in Huron last week that the
state hold an auction sale of these lands, letting them go
at whatever pricee they would bring under bidding, was
given some consideration. There is some merit in the idea
as a means of getting rid of the property, for such an auc-
tion would undoubtedly attract plenty of buyers, but the
chief objection is that the state would get no more out of
it than a little money, while much of the land would prob-
ably go into the hands of outside concerns having no direct
interest in the state and able to hold it for a nice turnover
later. Very little would be gained by the state in the way
of new settlers, and probably a large proportion of the rev-

enue would go outside.

The auction plan was displaced by another proposal,
for a state homestead law aimed at not only disposing of
the land and getting it back on the tax lists but at using it
to attract new residents as active operators of the land. It
is understood that legislation embodying this idea will be
prepared’ for submission to the present session.

There would appear to be real possibility in a plan
of that kind. With the proper ballyhoo a lot of interest
might be aroused over the country to South Dakota’s lond
opening, and many new residents and taxpayers brouyght

in.
