Good Steady Market Last
Monday. Prices Stronger
On Some Classes

Continued broad demand by
many eastern feeders at the local
livestock auction last Monday re-
sulted in a brisk market and prices
ruled fully steady to strong with a
week ago. More than 1200 cattle,
about 400 hogs and close to 756 head
of sheep made up the day's offering
which found a ready outlet.

A considerable number of calves
were here and the action on them
was good. Steer calves of good
quality and light in weight estab-
lished an extreme top of $12.00;
bulk in this class ranged between
$0.90 and $11.30. Heifer calves
shared the market’s healthy tone
and brought prices between $8.80
and $9.60 with a féw choice ones
reaching $9.75. '

Yeurlings, especially those of
light weights and of good quality,
were very popular and rewarded

their owners with mnice returns.
Best of these went as high as
$10.00; others, less fancy, ranged
between $8.75 to $9.75. Plainer
kinds sold for less.

Fat cows were more plentiful

than in recent weeks. An extreme
top of $7.15 was paid for very
choice young cows, but the prae-
tical top hovered around $6.50.
Bulk of the cow run sold from $5.50!
