“Education being essential to the rights and liberties of the
people and to the welfare of the state, the Leglslature shall provide
for the free Instruction in the common schools of this state of all
persons between the ages of flve and twenty-one years, and shall ralse
revenue from sources other than a tax on real property, in a sum of
not less than forty dollars ($40.00) per year per pupil attending the
common schools of this state, the number o1 pupils to be determined
a8 belng the average dally school attendance for the previous school
year. The fund thus created shall be distributed annually among the
several school districts of the state by the Superintendent of Publie
Instruction. This sum shall be distributed ns follows: (1) Twenty-
five dollars ($25.00) for each pupil in average dally attendance in the
schools, (2) two hundred dollars ($200.00) to each school district
whose tax levy in mills for the previous year is the average or more
for school districts of its class as provided by law, but in no event
shall any portlon of this two hundred dollars ($200.00) make the
ald provided by this Sectlion greater than one-half the previous year's
ocurrent operating costs, (8) the remalinder of the sum shall be
distributed to school districts as the Leglslature may direct to equal-
iz¢ educational opportunity in the state.”

“No person shall be denled employment because of membership
in or affiliation with, or resignation or expulsion from a labor organ-
fzation or because of refusal to joln or affillate with a labor organiza-
tlon; nor shall any Individual or corporation or association of any
kind enter into any contract, written or oral, to exclude persons from
employment because of ma: bership in or non-membership in a labor
organization.”

SECTION 2.

“The term *“labor organlzation” means any erganization of any
kind, or any agency or employee representation committee or plan,
which exists for the purpose, in whole or in part, of dealing with
employers concerning grievances, labor disputes, wages, rates of pay,
hours of employment, or conditions of work."”

SECTION 3.

“This article is self-executing and shall supersede all provisions
in eonfiiet therewith; legislation may be enacted to facilitate its
operation but mo law shall limit or restrict the provisions hereof."
