Hot Breads Are Delicious

Whether you serve yeast breads
or hot quick breads, they lend them-
selves graciously to winter menus.
The varieties for both are number-
less, and you can take your choice
of spicy or fruit ones.

Hot breads are hearty foods, but
they’'re welcome at this season both
from the point of eating and the
comfortable air which fills the
kitchen when we make them. They
have a staying quality, too, which
satisfles winter.sharpened appetites.

We start the parade off with a
colorful cranberry coffee ring which
can be put together in a wink of
time.

Cranberry Coffee Ring.
(Serves 12)
1% cups sifted flour
% cup sugar
2 teaspoons baking powder
14 teaspoon salt
1 egg
14 cup milk
3 tablespoons melted shortening
Cranberry orange topping

Sift flour, sugar, baking powder
and salt together. Beat egg, add
milk and shortening. Stir into dry
ingredients, mixing only enough to
moisten them, Spread topping even-
ly over bottom of greased ring mold.
Pour batter over topping. Bake in a
moderately hot (425 degree) oven
for 25 minutes.

Cranberry orange topping: Mix
together 3 tablespoons melted but-
ter with 1 teaspoon grated orange
rind, % cup sugar and 1% cups of
whole cranberries.

Sift |
flour, soda and baking powder to-
gether with salt and add to egg mix-
ture, alternately with milk. Blend
in nuts. Pour into greased loaf pans |
and bake in a moderate oven (350
degrees) for 45 minutes.

Heat milk to scalding; cool to
lukewarm; add yeast and let stand
5 minutes to soften. Cream together
the extra-sweet corn syrup, salt,
shortening, nutmeg and extract.
Add egg and beat thoroughly. Add
milk mixture and flour alternately,
mixing until smooth after each addi-
tion. Cover and let rise until doubled
in bulk. Knead lightly on floured
surface. Let dough rest 15 minutes.
Roll ¥ inch thick, sprinkle with cin-
namon sugar and raisins, as de-
sired. Roll as for jelly roll and slice
with a sharp
knife. Place in
greased cake
pan. Let rise until
doubled in bulk.
Bake in a hot
oven (400 de-
grees) about 20
minutes.

If you like coffee cake made in
fancy shapes, you'll like the follow-
ing, which is just as festive and
tasty as possible.

Figure Eight Coffee Cake.
(Makes 3 cakes)

2 packages yeast

14 cup lukewarm walter

1 cup milk

4 cup sugar

2 teaspoons salt

2 eggs, beaten

1 teaspoon grated lemon rind
14 cup melted shortening

5 cups sifted flour

Cinnamon sugar

Soften yeast in lukewarm water.
Scald milk. Add sugar and salt.
Cool to lukewarm. Add 2 cups
flour. Mix well. Add softened yeast,
eggs and lemon rind. Beat well. Add
shortening. Mix well. Add more
flour to make a soft dough. Turn
out on lightly floured board and
knead until satiny. Place in greased
bowl, cover and let rise until
doubled in bulk. Punch down. Use
one-third of dough to make a coffee
cake. Cover remaining two-thirds
and place in refrigerator to use for
coffee cake or rolls.

Let dough which you have left out
rest for 10 to 15 minutes. Roll into
a rectangle sheet about 18 inches
long and 8 inches wide. Spread with
melted butter and sprinkle with cin-
namon sugar. Rell up as for jelly
roll and seal at the edges. Place on
greased baking sheet and shape into
a figure eight, then seal ends at
intersection. With scissors, cut
slanted gashes in top of roll 2 to 3
inches apart. Fold back points of
cuts to show cinnamon layers. Let
rise until doubled in bulk.

Bake coffee cake in a moderate
oven (350 degrees) for 25 to 30 min-
les. Frost with confecticners' su-
gar icing after baking and cooling
slightly, if desired.

Any type of fruit filling may be
used with the above coffee cake:
Raisins, either alone or with
chopped apples, prunes, figs, nuts,
apricots, peaches and pears, or
diced, candied [fruit.

Concrete Floor;
Increase Profits

Faster Gains and Feed
Savings Prove Results

By W. J. DRYDEN

Faster gains and the saving of
feed are the aims of every hog rais-
er., Among the most essential farm
improvements that may bring these
results are concrete feeding floors.
Such floors help produce more pork
and save feed from being lost in
the mud.

Each hog should have 10 square
feet of floor space. To build 100
square feet of floor, 4 inches thick, it

will take 7% sacks of portland ce-
ment, 34 cubic yard of sand and 1
cubie yard of gravel or crushed
rock.

If the area to be paved is poorly
drained, It is best to place the con-
cret slab on a well-tamped fill of
about six inches. If the concrete is
to be driven over, it should be six
inches thick.

New concrete should be properly
cured by covering with earth or
straw as soon as it has hardened
enough not to be marred, and then
kept moist for at least five days by
frequent sprinkling,

:Ise of greatly '.ncreasing seed pro-
duction by control of lygus bugs.
