AID FOR FARMS

Believe New Administra.
tion Will Relax Tariff
Barriers

Mexico Cily —(UP)— The Mexi-
ean farmer also is looking for &
‘new deal” from the president of
the United States,

Especially are the growers in
Northern Mexico hoping for a
change in the tariff policy of the
United States.

The general feeling among agri-
cultural interests !s that the next
United States administration will
make good-sized opening in the
present tariff barriers. Recalling,
however, Franklin Roosevelt's res-
ervations with respect to argicul-
tural barriers. they are not ex-
pecting anything like a complete
restoration of free trade.

Farm Product Plans
They point out. nevertheless,
that Roosevell’'s protection of
United States agricultural prod-
ucts will not be as absolute as
has been the republican — that his
plans call for adequate protection

during the producing seasons in
the United States.

What the North Mexico growers
confidently leok for is the lower-
ing of the barriers during those
seasons when competing products
ara not being provided by Ameri-

can farmers. During those sea-
sons, when Mezxico is producing.
the growers in this country have
suffered from restriction of mar-
ets by the American duty plan.
From this part-time duly period
riot only will the growers here de-
rive benefit, they explain, but the
American consumers also  will
have at their command a plentiful
supply of staple vegetable prod-

uets which now must be sold at
exhorbitant prices during the non-
producing season in the United
States.
