ERecalling Rule of the Druids

| Scotland Has Many Spots Where, It Is Believed, the

Weird Brotherhood Held Their Sacrificial
Ceremonies in Qak Groves.

In ancient Celtic days l'l‘l'“lilll
feasts were celebrated by great bon-
fire In more recent|
times it was the custom for country
glrls vo rise early on summer morn-

ceremonles,

in dew, writes Nan Muirhead Moftat
dn the Glasgow Herald. In pre-Chris-
tian days, however, It was not al-
ways to a young woman's advantage
to be good looking, for, if she at
tracted the attention of the Drulds,

their counclls In groves of oak trees,
had a curlous hold over the people,

They considered themselves seers,
scientists, and philosophers, and In-
structed their young followers In the
study of mnature and the stars,
Among them the bards were the
hymn-makers and poets,

The word ef the order was law,
for the Drulds were judges In pri-
vate and public disputes; they
awarded damages and penalties, and,
although non-military men, often de-
clded for war or peace. WIith them
excommunleation was a terrible pun-
ishment, for it meant that the ex-
pelled person was excluded from wit-
nesging the sacrificlal eceremonles
and regarded as an outlaw.

Now, when a tribe was suffering
from an epldemie, or was about to
engage In some hazardous enterprise,
the Druids offered human sacrifies
to propitiate their gods. Generally
criminals were made the vietims, but
if a battle-sacrifice was required, the
first prisoner of war was considered
the most suitable, Sometlmes per-
fectly innocent persons were slaugh-
tered, and on certain lmportant ocen-
glong the most promising youth and
maiden In the community were
chosen,

Scotland has several sites where,
tradition says, the Druids were wont
to hold sacrificial meetings, There
is, for example, the altar stone of
Callernish temple, in Lewls. Also
at the Serpent Mound, Skelmorlie,
a French excavator eclalmed to have
discovered a hillock built up by the
Druids in a form resembling a colled
gnake, and having on Its summit a
seml-curcular platform, on which,

presumably, the ceremonies were

performed.

The name of this mound may also

be connected with the veneration
with which the reptile was regarded
by the Druids—the exaet opposite

view belng taken by thelr supplant-
ers, the priests of Christlanity, who
looked on the serpent as the original
form assumed by the devil,

On Craigmaddie moor, Baldernock,
near Glasgow, are three large stones
supposed by some archeologists to
have been brought there hy glaclers,
