WHAT’S DOING IN 
THE LEGISLATURE 
(Continued from page 1.) 

A. E. Anderson, state and fed- 
eral crop statistician, adds hopeful 
words to those coming from Mr. 
Blair. From present indications, 
the state will have a wheat harvest 
of 32,872,000 bushels compared with 
less than half that yield in 1934. 
With a little more rain in some 

sections, Mr. Anderson will revise 
his 1935 prediction considerably 
upwards. 

Pastures are in excellent condi- 

tion. Because of pasture shortage 
last year, more rye was planted 

for this year's pasture needs than 
ever before in the state’s history. 
Present indications are for a crop 

in excess of 4,000,000 bushels, com- 

pared with 728,000 a year -ago and 

a five year average of 2,500,000 
bushels. 

Barley and oats too are expected 
by Mr. Anderson to produce bump- 
er crops, while there are good pros- 

pects of a record first cutting of 
alfalfa. 

Present conditions are excellent 

for a good corn crop, the cereal 

king of Nebraska, the statistician 

concludes, but several months must 

elapse before any well-founded pre- 
dictions can be made as to yield. 

Encouraged by the weather, the 
state senate decided to make up for 

the parsimony on the part of the 

1933 legislature and give the state 

government enough to run on for 

the coming biennium without hav- 

ing to watch the pennies so closely. 
The general appropriations bill 

as approved by the senate carried 
a total of $11,990,442 to be ex- 

pended from the property tax. By 
the time this appears in print the 

legislative action will have been 

completed on an appropriation of 

approximately this amount, which 

is slightly under a million dollars 

more than was appropriated in 

1933. 

Altho no one was left out in the 

cold by the legislative appropria- 

tion, state institutions were the 

greatest beneficiaries. This action 

is generally considered fair, in- 

asmuch as most of the institution' 

are in a had state of repair as the 
result of “depression” economy for 
the past four years, along with the 
fact that the cost of commodities 

has increased considerably in the 

past year.
