A Curions Custom,

An English gentleman who has tray-
elodd in Palestine recently gave a descrip-
tion of the curioud seenes that are enact-
ed in the Church of the Holy Sepulcher.
He said when vou first entered the
church yon would be surprised to see a
party of soldiers with their swords by
their sides, and their guns stacked within
reach. It seemed a sacrilege in such a
holy § we, and struck one rather un-
pleasantly ; but he soon found out the
necessity of it.  According to the laws
of the country, every sect is allowed to
worship there, and as it is considered
equally sacred by both Christians and
Mohammedans, all wish atime for their
mode of worship. The law allows them
an hour each. They commence at six in
the morning. At that hour those who
have the first privilege enter, bringing
with them whatever NECessary to
conduct their particular religious rites,
They go through their chants, and all
is very quiet to about a quarter to seven,
when those who bave the privilege of
the next hour begin to arrive. At first
all is decorum, but presently the new
comers beoin to hiss and moek., As
their numbers increase, and they be-
come stronger they push and erowd,
and as the time lessens they get more
and more bold. A few minutes before
seven they proceed to more forcible
demonstration. They think if they
clear out these blasphemers a few min-
utes before the time they have done so
much good work, while the worshipers
in the other band think if they can keep
pussession 8 few minutes after the time
they have done an equally good work.
As some of these Sects use torches, wax
candles, staves, or crooks in their wor-
ship, they proceed 10 use them as weap-
ons of def-n<e, and a free fight ensues.
Then come in the soldiers, who separate
the combatants by filing in between
them, turning ont those whose hour is
up, and leaving the place in the posses-
sion of the lasi comers. If blood isshed
the church is closed for the day. Sach
scenes are occurring all day long, and
the presence of soldiers is absolutely
Lecessary.
