Secrion. 1. All persons are prohib-
ited from treating or giving away any
liquor, beer, wine or intoxicating bev-

are kept for sale.

Spe. 2. Any person treating or off-
ering to treat any other person, or ac-
cepting, or offering to accept any treat
or gift of any intoxicating drink what-
ever in any saloon or publice place
where such liquors are kept for sale,
shall be deemed guilty of a misde-
meanor, and shall upon conviction
thereof be subject to a fine of ten
dollars, or imprisonment in the com-
mon jail of the county for ten days, or
both, at the discretion of the court;

said court the sum of fifteen dollars,
to be paid the attorney prosecuting the
casge if there be one; and if no attorney
prosccutes, then to be paid in the
