For these reasons, also,
there rests on us the obligations to so guard
and elevate the social order as to make uf’
Wyoming an ever brightening star for the
guidanes of this new, grand movement in
the interest of human freedom.

WYOMING SPEAKS FOR HERSELF.

The Cheyenne Daily Leader says :

The law conferring upon women the
right of suffrage was enncted in 1860, at a
time when the people of Wyoming were
almost unanimously opposed to it. The
situntion was nccepted with good nature
and & disposition to give the law s fair
trinl. At the end of two years, Governor |
Campbell, in his message to the legisiative
nssembly, expressed himself on the subject
as follows :

“There is upon our statute book ‘an act
granting to the women of Wyoming Ter-
ritory n&m right of suffrage and to hold
office,’ which_has now been in force fo
vwo years. Under its liberal provisions
women have voted in the Territory, served |
on juries and held office. It is simple
justice to say that the women entering, for
the tirst time in the history of the country
upon these new and untried duties, have
conducted themselves inevery respect with
as much tact, sound judgment and good
sense ns men.  While it would be claiming |
moro than the facts justify, to say that
this experiment, in & limited field, has
demonstrated beyond s doubt the perfect
fituess ot woman, at all times and under
all circumstances, for taking s part in gove
ernment, it furnishes at least presumptive
evidenee in her favor, and she has a right
toclaim that, so long as none but
results are made manifest, the law should
remain unrepealed.”

A two years' trial, therefore, gave the
adies another chance, and while our legis-
ators were disposed to dissent from the
governor, the law was permitted to remain
on our statute book. .

Two more years passod by, and we give
here Governor Campbell’s opinion of
woman suffrage and its effects, after an
cxperience of four years. The governor
#ays to the legisiators:

“The experiment of granting to woman
s voice in the government, which was in-
sugurated for the first time in the history
of our country by the first legislative
wsembly of Wyoming, has now been tried
tor four years. I have heretofore taken
veession 1o express my views in regard to
the wisdom and justice of this measure,
and my convietion that its adoption has |
been sttended only by good results. Two
vears more of observation of the practieal
workings of the system have only served
1o deepen my conviction that what we, in
this Territory, have done, has been well
done ; and that our system of impartial
suffrage is an unqualified success.”

The legislative assembly, coineiding in |
the governor's views, wisely refrained |
from tampering with our election laws, so |
tar as concerned women, and consequently
received the commendation of their cou-
shituents,

Before the end of the ensuing two vears
we had another executive, Gen. J. M.
Thayer, formerly a United States senator,
% gentleman experienced in public affairs,
and tamiliar with legislative matters. In
his message to the lezislature Governor
Thayer pays the following compliment to
the people of Wyoming :

_ Woman sutfrage has now been in prac-
tical operation in our Territory for six
vears, and has during the time increased
in popularity and in the confidence of the

wople.  In my judgment its results have

n beneficial, and its influence favorable
to the best interests of the community. A
right or privilege once granted is not easily
surrendered.  In this case it is difficult to
perceive any reason why it should be.”

At this time woman suffrage had become
one of our popular institutions, approved
by all; even its most bitter enemies had
been made to succumb to its beneficient
vﬁ'vfeu. “I:fd the boldest politician of the
male sex ceased to agitate a repeal of |

Report of the U.S. Senate on
Woman Suffrage.

In the early part of the session of Con-
gress just closed, both branches created s
standing committee on woman suffrage.
The Senate committee, to whom was refer-
ed a resolution * proposing an amendment
to the Constitution of the United States to
secure the right of suffrage without regard
to sex,”’ made a majority and minority re-
port, the majority recom ing the
adoption of the resolution. The report of
the minority was to the effect that the so-
lution of this grave question should be left
to the states respectively. The report of
the majority was as follows

*The gravity and importance of the

roposed amendment must be obvious to
all who have given the subject the consid-
eration it demands.

A very brief history of the origin of
this movement in the United States and of
the progress made in the cause of woman

| suffrage will not be out of place at this

time.

A Worlds AntiSlavery Convention
was held in London on the 12th of June,
1840, to which delegates from all the or-
ganized societies were invited. Several of
the Amm;un societies -:ll:t women as del-
egates. Their credentials were presented,
and an able and exhaustive discussion was
had by many of the leading men of America
and Great Britain upon the question of their
being admitied to seats in she convention.
They were allowed no part in the discus-
sion. They were denied seats asdelegates,
and, by reason of that denial, it was de-
termined to hold conventions after their
return to the United States, for the
pose of asserting and advoeating their
rights as citizens, and especially the right
of suffrage.

Women will be pos-
sessed of & positive power, and hollow
compliments will be exchanged for well-

Woman’s power at pres-
ent is poetical and unsubstantial ; let it be
practical and real. There is no rnlit{ in
any power that cannot be coined into

The effect of these discussions and ef-
forts has been the gradusl advancement of
public sentiment towards conceding the
right of suffrage without distinction of
sex. In the Territories of Wyoming and
Utah, full suffrage has already bedm given,
{Iu regard to the exercise of the right in
the Territory of Wyoming, the present
governor of that territory :flun. John W,
Hovwt), in an address delivered in Phila-
delphia, on the 3d of April, of the present
year, in answer Lo a question as to the op-
eration of the law, said: :

“The experience of Wyoming has
thown that the only actual trial of woman
suffrage hitherto made—a trial made in a
new country where the conditions would
not happen to have bean exceptionally fae
vorable—has produced none but the most
desirable results. And, surely, none will
deny that in such a matter a single ounce
of experience is worth a ton of conjec
tare."

| A criticism has been made upon the ex-
ercise of this right by the women of Utah
that the plural wives in that territory are
under I. control of their polygamous
husbands. Be that as it may, it 1s an un-
doubted fact that there is no city of equal
size on this continent where there is less
disturbance of the peace, or where the
citizen is any more secure in his person or
property, either by day or night, than in
the city of Salt Lake.

1. Because, by the birthright of axistence,
women, as well as men, are endowed with
the natural rights of life, liberty and bap.
piness, and the protection of l.{-o righta
is the first duty of government.
