Breaking Prairie With Sheep.

Do you hitch them up? No, sir, we
fence them up. Five sheep will break
an acre in two years, or 500 sheep will
bresk 100 acres in two years, besides
manuring the land and kee]fing them-
selves during the summer; all they need
is a fence to enclose them and water to
drink. They do the best kind of work.
can't be beat. Our experience in this
kind of work is as follows:

My flock consists of about five hun-
dmf'nhm-p. Two years ago lfenced in
about one hundred and fifty acres of
wild prairie and used it for sheep past-
ure. The pasture was good until last
summer. [did not think for one mo-
ment but the blue joint grass was all
right (it bhas immense and nnmerous
roots which are sent down deep in the
soi]) and I supposed was good for ten
or tifteen years pasturage, but I acci-
dentally discovered last fall that the
close pasturaze of the shaep had Killed it,
the roots were rotted and on putting in
the plow the mellowest soil a farmer
could desire was turned up. My sheep
in two years had broke over one hun-
dred acres, I am now (March) having
it plowed, and in hiring some done 1
found the party would prefer plowi
in this pasture, than * back-setting”
last summer’s breaking. [ estimate the
value to the one hundred acres added
by the sheep at six hundred dollars;
two hundred dollars in killing the prai-
rie g and four hundred dollars per
acre in their manure. | suppose it is of

ter value than this, but it is certain-
y this. Of course breaking prairie with
sheep is another and new sourve of
profit in these most valuable animals on
the farm, and [ place it on record to
their credit. I have just pulled down
and removed over two miles of six
wire, three smooth and three barbed
fence. and just as soon as the frost is
out, I shall fence a new pasture on the
wild or unbroken prairie for my sheep.
On looking it over [ tind my fencing
costs me about two hundred and fifty
dollars per mile. In two years [ have

back three hundred dollars per
mile by pasturing my sheep on the land
fenced. Looking at it in this light it
seems to be quite a profitable thing to

ure sheep. 1 suppose the wire will
