They
are cultivated people, of good manners,
anvl hosp.tasie 1o a point almost oner-
ous to the recipient ol their kindly cour-
tesies.  Their leadins social amusement
is card-playing, in which the reductive
draw-poker takes the lead of other
games. Even the best ladies play
poker, with etakes adapted to the femi-
nine standard. The prevaiiing type of
nat'onality is Faglish or Irish, moditiea
by insular surroundings.
