It is & common error to suppose that
all, or most of the ~iberisa exiles, are

vlass of eriminals forms but a small per-
centage of them.  Twenty per cent. are
sent there charged with no part cular
oflense, but by the modus operandi ex-
plained tefore, for being a public
nuisance. There are upwards of thirty
erimes, for the commission of one or
more of which a man may be trans-
ported. This list includes nearly every
Kind of oftlense, from murder down to
petty thieving, being without a pas -
port not renewed. attempted suicide,
msult, horse s'ealing, roguery, debt,
smuggling and the like. The great
class of exiles are nothing more nor less
thap ordinary criminals, such as are
found in every prison of every country,
The sentences of exiles vary widely, ne.
cording as they are condemned to one
or the other of two classes, vir.: those
who lose all their r ghts and those who
lose only a portion of them. The for-
mer class are in an unenviabe position.
If & man has a title or oflicial rank heis
degraded. An exile’smarr age rights are
broken, so that the wife (s free to marry
another. Neither h's word norhis bond
is of any value. He canown no property
nordo anvthing legal in hsown name.
In prison he wegrs conviet's elothes and
has his head shaved. If the «xile be a
woman, she cannot marry after her re-
lease from prison until by good conduet
she has p‘arml hersell in a certan
category; and, whether man or woman,
the proscripts may at any moment, if
the auth rit es see fit, be thrown into
prison again, even thoneh they have
served their time and are living as col-
onists. In fact, they lose all their
rights as subjects and almost as human
beings, though they mav appeal to

the law if grosly wronged. But
in case they be murdered, little
trouble is expended to ferret ot
the murderer. Though an exile's
marriage rights  are  broken, the
wife of an exile and their « hildren
can  accompany  the coawviet 1o
Siberia and take up their abode
there, and the Government pays
the cost of traveling and sus

tenance. If, however, the convict be the
wife, the husband has to bear all costs
for himself should he decide to accom-
any her.  The consequence is that by
ara less number of husbands aceom-
pany their wives into voluntary exile
than wives their husbands.  Thse
criminals who only lose some of their
righ & lose only part of their privileges,
and are settled in Siberia. t» get their
living in any way they are able. They
may, however, tirst have toseive a term
in prison: or, again, they muy be al
losed to live in their own house and
give a portion of their time to ( overn-
ment work. As a rule they are f.rst
condemned to serve a8 certain time to
conlinement, withor without labor. It
they behave well they are alowed to
live outside of the prison with their fam-
ilie , but are no! released from their
share of the Government work until the
t me for their liberat'or has arrived.
Some of the female prisoners are given
out in service to ‘avored vivilians, where
they serve out their time, subject, how-
ever, to Government inspection. -

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Books vs. the Powers of Obeervation.

It was Iately remarked in these col-
umns that one of the dangers aitendant
on education was that it might lessen
men's powers of observation. There is
no doubt, we apprehend, that this pos-
sibility does exist.
