The many political as-assinations that
have taken place of late years have
thrown upon the police of al! countries
an immense amount of difficult and d li-
cate work ‘n zuarding Monarchs, Pronces
and Ministers. In Fagland we have be-
come familiari ed with the ideathat our
leading statesmen must be escorted by
detectives wherever they go: and pop-
ular as the Cueen is, we know that elab-
orate precautions are taken to protect
her every time she appears in publie.

Few, howeier, can be aware of how
much anxiely, activity, trou'le and con-
requent expense, are involvel in that
word **protecting.”” Looking only at
the pecuniary side of the que tion. the
1 ne which a madman or frautic inicts
upon a eountry when he attempts, even
without success, 1o take the life of a
raler, is considerable. The services of
detect ves have to be paid for; and to |
do their work properiy, these officals
must not be st nted of money for tele-
grama, railway and cab fares, and cas-
ual expeases.  Sometimes they have to
assume d sgvises, and to yay heavily for
secret information as to alleged crimi-
nal designs; and though this informa
tion is often worthless, the police can |
not aTord to d sregard any item of in-
telligence bearing upon the safety of
the great personages whom they have
to guard.
