& Torvific Siorm of Rala el 1a3 Swpe

Last Monday afternoon a trrnl-h'
looking storm clond was obeerved i
l.ha south-west which rapidly passed in f

& north-essterly direction, making a
deep rumbling scund not unlike the
noise of a rapidly moving rall- m-d’
train. When the storm appeared at
Riverton, report says that it had the
general appearance of a fint-class
cyclone, and that it struck a high bloff
in the edge of Franklin County and
divided, une half passing up Thompson
creek and the other down the Repub-
lican river. Considersble damage was
done to growing crops at Inavale, from
which place the storm passed across
the country to Indian creek destroying
everything in its course. From Indi-
an creek it passed across the county s
little south of east and went out of the
county in the vicinity of Thowmas-
ville.

It would consume to much time and
space to attempt anything like a com-
plete review of the damages from the
storm, and al present writing we bave
not recieved reports from all parts of
the county visited.

Mr. John U. Meyer, living near Riv-
erton was caught in the storm, and
si:owed us a pair of hands on Tueaday
that had been pounded black and blue
by the hail stones and were swelled to
twice their original size.

The crops of Mr. 8cott, T, J. Wright
and others of Indisn creek were al-
most entirely destroyed, and pigs and
chickens killed, while several small
calves had their legs broken by the
hail stones.

John MeQuilkin’s crope, as well as
those of his neighbors were badly dam-
aged and many young trees destroy-
ed.

W. Holsworth, Frank Tennant, H. J.
Maurer and others living north of
town were heavily loosers, as their
crops were entirely destroved and the
glass all broken out of the west win-
dows of their houses, while many of
their pigs and towls were killed.

On Elm creek the storm did a large
amount of damage. The small grain
in that locality is nearly all destroy-
ed.

Many teams that were at work on
the farms or on the road became un-
manageble and ran away, some of
which have not yet been found.

The damage on Willow creek was
probably as great as in any other part
of the county, as the storm belt was
about seven miles wide and the hail
stones were hugh chunks of ice which

in pome instances killed pigs and
7& at a single blow.

We are told that a full grown bhog
on one of the fafins north of town had
its skull broke in by & hugh hail stone
and died the following day.
