1
presume. however, that vour readers
lo pot all know what s known by
wery chemist, that when caue surar
and fruit are boiled together the acid of
the fruit causes a chemical change in
the sugar to take place, which chauges
Liie s0gar Lo grape sugar.

I do not suppose they intend to throw
awsy six pounds of sugar out of every
ten thev use in the preparation of fruit.
Yel such is the fa-t. They have, as a
result of the boiling, ten pounds of glu-
case, which is only equal to four pounds
of syrar: and besides this the
fiuit has to a great extent lost ils true
Lavor, and is, of inferior in
quality to  that sweetened with eane
suzar.
