During the
ensuing winter, induced by misgivings
which were increased by legal colnsu-tation- ,

I became alarmed lest doubt
be thrown on the validity of our mar-rif- t'

e. by reason of non compliance
with the law of the state whero it oc-cure-

for 1 had learned the law of
Kentucky made licence certified by

the clerk of the county court an indi-pensib- le

requisite of legal marriage.
After much deliberation and with an
anxious desire to guard in the most ef-

fectual way against any possible result
from our position, for which I alone
was responsible, wo decided the simp-

lest and at the same tiim surest way
was to repair to Pennsylvania and
have another marriage service per-

formed. This was done in the pres-

ence of witnesses in the city of Pitts-
burg in the month of March, 1S51, but
was not otherwise made public for ob-

vious reasons. It was solemnized on-

ly to secure an indisputable validity of
the first marriage, being by my wife
and myself held sacred. At the ma-
nure ago of fifty-fo- ur I do not defend
the wisdom or prudence of a secret
marriage suggested by ardor and uncx-perienc- o

of youth, but its honor audits
purity were inviolate as I believe in
the sight of God and cannot bo madi
to appear otherwise, by the wicked do
vices of man. It brought to mo a com-
panionship which has been my happi-
ness frOMi bohood years to tins Hour
and has crowned me with what succe
I have attaine'd in life. My eldest ehn
a son, was born in his grandmother --

bouse on the 19th of Juno, 1S51, in the
.city of Augusta, Maine, and died in
ber aims three years later. His ashe-repo- se

in the cemetery of his native
city beneath a stone which recorded
the name and limits of his innocent
Jife. The stone, which has stood al-

most an entire generation, has been re-

cently defaced by brutal and .sacriiig-iou- s

hands. As a candidate Tor the

many forms of calumny and personal
defamation but I confess that I did not
expect to be called on to defcud the
name of a belovea and honored wife,
who is a mother and grandmother; nor
did I expect tho grave of my child
would be cruelly desecrated.
