Buried Under a Landslide.

Tacoma, Wash., Dec. 29.—Friday
night on the Pacifie division of the
Northern Pacific railroad at Ologqua
canyon, where the Union Pacific has
been graded to cross the track of the
Northern, an immense bank of earth
fell with a mighty crash from the up-
per portion of the bank, and the rail-
road tracks were hidden from sight for
several hundred yards.
