bandle. Mutely it told how the crime
had been accomplished.

On the center table lay two letters
One was addressed:

Whoever May Find
These Bodiea

In this letter, which was signed E. B.
Soper, were these words:

“It was best for me thus to act
Rather than desert them I have slain
them. What would they have done for
a living had [ left them? Surely they
would have lived miserably. 1 could
not support them all™

Soper left another note saying that
he was “gaing to Clay county to kill
the devil,” leaving no doubt of his in-
sanity.

Soper's description was given to the
Kansas City police as follows: Aged
55, 5 feet 5 inches in height, 140 pounds
weight, red sandy hair cat short, sandy
mustache, blue eyes, square build
Soper is said to be extremely polite on
all oceasions. Une of his peculiarities
is said to be that he ¢an never look any-
one squarely in the eye. At Archie it
is not believed that Soper is insane.
Feeling runs high and Judge Lyneh
would doubtless speedily settle his case
if he should show up at Archie.

Soper was doing a good business at
Archie, enough to have supported his
family in a proper manner, despite the
statement made in his letter.
