Wellington, Kan., Recelved a Se-
vere Blow.

MANY WERE KILLED AND ISJURED,

Twelve Persons Known to Have Heen
Killed snd Upwards of Sedenty-five In-

About Nine In the Eveniog,

Wernivarox, Kan, May 98.—A ter-
alble eyclone, harrowing in all its de-
tails, swept over this city at 10 o'clock
last night, uttorly destroying twa blocks
of business buildings, and under the
henps of broken bricks and splintered,
:wixtml timbers scores lie dend or dy-

ng.

Twelve bodies have been taken from
the ruins dead, while fully seventy-five
re sheltered in wn limprovised

arkness prevented the searchers for
the victims of the wind's wild wrath
from doing effective work, and not
till later can any anccurate esti-
mate of the number of dead be made,
The following have been identifled:

The storm enme from the west with
frightful velocity, A few residences in
the western part of the city were dam-
sged, but beyond that no great loss in
that section of the city was sustained
As it awept in and down upon the cen-
tral portion of the town the storm
secmed to grow in eyclonle intensity.

At Jefferson avenue the Lutheran |
church was totally destroyed. Thence
the storm swerved eastward and in its
devastoting course razed every bulld-
ing in the two blocks bounded by Jof-
ferson avenue, C, Seventh and Ninth
streets,

Outside of this utterly destroyed and |
completely ruined district the circling
storm wrought frightful damage.

The water fell as if the floodgates of
10,000 torrents had been loosed at
once, It burdened the air with the
thunder of its noise and made rivees of
the streets,  Bo excessive was tho down-
fall that immedinte organized search
for the dead and injured was impossi- |
ble, and by the time the people of the
stricken city had recovered from the
great excitement and confusion into
which the storm had east them the rain
had somewhat abated

As the search went on the injured
wuere carried to the Grand Army hall,
which was speedily converted into a
temporary hospital In the ruins of
the stores and under the broken timbers
of the residences it is thought that f
or fifty dead and injured lic vietims of
the storm. The bodies of some may
never be recovered, as here snd there
fire added its consuming horrors to
those of the storm.

Mra Willlam Tasher's body lea
buried in the burning ruina of Tasher
& Kirk's carriage factory. It is known
that the body of her sister, Kittie Stra-
her, is also hidden beneath the mass of
burning debrie. X, Silva and Walter
Forsythe were taken out of the ruins of
Conrnd's restaurant, each in a dying
condition, und it is said have since
died.

Ida Jones, a dining room girl, waa
killed in the wreck of the Phillips
house and is supposed to have been
struck by a falling timber. Rescucrs
are diligently prosecuting the search
for the victims with unremitting en-
ergy.

Among the more important of the
ruined buildings are the Presbyterian
and Lutheran churches, the old stone
court house, the entire Smith & Splok-
nall brick block, the Stone brick blocl,
the Cole & Robinson brick block, the
Monitor brick building, and over 100
brick and frame business and residence
buildings are utterly and literally de-
stroyed. The Stapdard brick building
s hulf down. The Hastle, Burgess &
Btone livery stables are blown away.

The streets are impassable and noth-
ing but ruin exista everywhere, At
least twelve have slready been taken
out of the ruins dead, and something
Jess than seventy-five are injured. Men
are working everywhere trying to res
cue imprisoned onea

The Cole & Robinson block ruins are
on fire, and strenuous efforts are being
made to rescue people known to be
buried there. The Monltor and Volice
newspaper offices are utterly deatroyed
and the Standard office is demolished.

Large trees were uprooted and ear~
ried great distances. This is the first
eyclone that ever visited Wellington'

it will be found to be one of the most
destructive that ever visited the state.

In his address Dr. Bush gnve some
reasons why the appellants have over-
leaped the synod of New York.

He
stated that he is not responsible for the
nction of his presbytery, and for it he
had not asked, yet he is compelled to
appear, seemingly, to defend the pres
bytery. He proceeded to give some ne-
eonnt of the history of the ense and
atated his rensons for appealing.

In eonclusion Dr. Briggs sald:

Mr. Moderstor, Miniaters and Eiders: I have
Hmited my argument to one simple point thas
Is the appollants—if thoy are appellsnta, which
wo do not coneede—If they have tho right to ap-
peal under any clrcumstances, which is open to
grave doubt, ought to go to the synod of New
York. The redsons thoy present why you
should entertain their appeal are invalld. You
could not sdmit them without prejudicing the
causo of the dofendant, usurping the suthority
which belongs to the lower court and acting in
ahasty, lllegal and revolutionary manner. Ob-
jections have been proseuted against the entor
tainment of the appeal which seom t be in-
superable. The law of sppeals does not justify
passing over the synod in the iaterest of the
sppellants. The precodenta of appeals before
the genoral sasembly are against this appeal.
To entertain It would bo to deprive defendant
of his right.

Dr. Briggs then summed up the fur
ther points he had made in hic arge-
ment and continued:

I submit this argument 10 your venerabls
body with the request that you do justice to
the appellee, that you will recognizse the right
of bis co-prosbytory, that you will credit the
presbytery of New York, snd that you wilj
trust the synod of New York. all of which you
oan do only by dismissing the appoal and re-
ferring the nppollanta to the aynod of New
York, where they must sppoar in sany osso to
maintain thelr own complaint before thas ju-
diclutory uwnd to resist the compiaint of others
in the presbytery of New York, which must be
considered and decided by the synod of New
York at thelr next moeting.

Elder McCook asserted at length that
the paat history of the case showed that
this committee is & committee of prose-
cution and an original party.
