The committee on credentinls not be-
ing ready to report several speakers en-
tertained the delegates with short ad-
dresses,

PERMANENT OROGANIZATION.

At 12:15 o'clock in the afterncon the
convention was ready for permanent
organization. The report of the com-
mittee wns  called G
for and read. It
named William L.
Wilson, of West Vir-
ginia, as permanent
chairman, & P.
Shecerin as perma-
nent secrotary and a
list of assistants and
vice presidents and
secretaries by states,

On motion of Don
M. Dickinson & com- W, 1. WILBON.
mittee of five was delegnted (himself
being named by the chair as the head
of the commitiee) to notify the perma-
nent officers of their election and escort
them to the platform.

At 12:25 p. m, Mr, Owens introduced
the permanent chairman, Mr. Wilson,
as one of the bravest democrats of the
nation.

Upon taking the chair Mr. Wilson
spoke ot length, in which he reviewed
the work to be accomplished by the
purty in the interest of reform, and se-
verely criticised the McKinley tariff bill
and all tariff laws except what are nec-
