Sheriff Harris promptly complied and |
in ashort time had an armed posse, |
consisting of twenty-seven men from
this place, The information hus just
been received that two negroes were
killed outright and nine captured and
ure now at Friur's point, heavily
gunrded,

In addition to the two negroes killed, |
several arve sald to be mortally wounded,
The negroes took to brash and are stll |
out well armed. None of tho whites
are reported hurt, |

From conversation made by some of
the negroes, it is learned that they have |
organized an order among themselves
covering the whole neighborhood with
pass words and grips for the avowe
purpose of killing the whites,

The greatestexcitement prevails, Ne- !
groes are thoroughly organized, and |
fears are entertnined that the end bhas |
not been renchod.  Mr Sessions, mun-
oger of the plantation, was fired upon
yusterday, but was not hurt,

The town is without telegraphic fa-
cilities and the Wilkinson place some- |
what in the interlor, therefore details
are somewhat scarce.

A FIGIT IN MID-AIR,

They were both Canudians, one a
French  Caondjan, from  Montreal,
named Joseph Graves, the other named
Wiltinm Gamel, At dusk yesterday
evening they engaged in a terrific hand
to hand struggle in which Graves near-
1y lost his life. !

What started the guarrel no one
knows, but Gamel lost his temper,
grasped o hatehet and threatened to
brain his companion. Then ensued ¢
duel, the like of which is rarcly de |
scribed except in fiction.

Graves grasped the would-be assas-
sin's wrist, but Gamel was the stronger
and pressed the weaker painter to the
edge of the scaffold, threatening to harl

* him into the river. Tosave himself from

fulling, Graves loosed his hold on Gam-
el's wrist und grasped a rope.

Three quick, sharp blows were rained
on his defenseless head by the enraged
assailant. Two foll on Graves' back,
und one split open his skall back of the
left ear, He staggered, lost his hold
und fell, but was caught between two
guy ropes as if by a miracle, where he
lay out of reach of the other,

With the blood streaming from his
cuts, Graves climbed hand over hand
up the cables to the bridge floor. Gunel
followed, hatchet in hand.  Here an-
other workman interfered and prevent-
ed actual murder. It is doubtful if
Graves can survive,

Gamel escaped while Graves was bes
ing nttended by surgeons hastily sum-
moned.
