Flrat—It 1 agreed (hat strikers who went
out Ostober & shall be taken back to thelr em-
plovment as soon as they offer thelr services,
insofar as It does not confllor with contracts al-
ready munde.

Second - Wages and hours 1o be arbitrated

Third—It is further agroed that ““a mes
chanis, boss draymen and other employers
must not make any unjust discrimination
against union or non-union men, but glve thele
applications for eraployment the fairest cons'd:
eration, the merchants and other smployers ro-
serving to themselves the right to deal directly
with thelr men.

The parties to this agreement declare that
thoy will use thelr best andeavors tondjust any
differences which may have resulted or mny
result from a strike hereioabove reforred W In
accordance with the above werms, the arbltra.

The Department of Agricalture Issues It»
Monthly Sstatement.

Wasmxaron, Nov. 12.-4The crop re-
turns of November to the department
of agriculture indicate the yield of the
year of the principal food products, and
polrl approximately to the perfocted
estimntes ot the close of the year. The
yleld of corn averages by November re-
turns 22.4 bushels per acre, and prom-
ises an aggregate production of o little
wmore than 1,800,000,000 bushels, while
the other great bread grain, wheat, by
the returns of last month, polated to a
product, based on acrenge investigation
nearly perfected, not exceeding 500,-
000,000, with a possibility of shrinkage
in the spring and a certainty of light
weight.

The estimated yield of potatoes is 62
bushels per nore. It is 82 in Malne, 63
in New York, 60 in Pennsylvania, 02 in
Michigan, Y0 in Minnesota, 51 in lowa
and 47 in Kunsas. The erop is almost
everywhere light, the tubers small as n
rule, and rotting considerably in New
York and thronghout the west
