“SBermon by Dr. Talmage on Politioal
Corruption.

This Great Kepublle Warned Against the
Fate of the Anclent City—Corraption
In Amerienn Politles—Licons
tlouaness Rebuked,

——

In & sermon preached at Brooklyn the
Sunday previous to the general election
Rev. T. DeWitt Talmage discoursed on
the tendency to corruption in politics,
taking his text from Kevelations sviil,
10: “‘Alas, nlns, that great city Bab-
ylon, thut mighty city! for in one hoar
is thy judgment come.” e sald:

Modern scientists are doing a splen-
did worlk: in excavating the tomb of a
«dead empire holding in its arms n dead
elty, mother and child of the same name
~HBabylon. The ancient monund invites
the spades and shovels and crowbars
while the unwashed natives look on in
surprise. These scientists find yellow
Tbricks still impressed with the name of
Nebuchadnezzur, and they go down into
the surcophagus of a monarehy buried
more than two thousand years ago,
May the explorations of Rawlinson and
Layard and Chevalier and Opperto and
Loftus and Chesney be eclipsed by the
gpresent archmologlenl uneovering.

But is it possible this is all that re-
aains of Babylon? a ecity once five
times larger than London and twelve
times larger than New York? Walls
three hundred and seventy-three feot
high and ninety-three feot thick
Twenty-five burnished gates on each
side, withstreets ranning clear through
to corresponding gates on the other
side. Six' hundred and twenty-five
squares,  More pomp and wealth and
splendor and sin than conld be found
in any five modern cities combined. A
<ity of pnlaces and temples. A elty
having within it a garden on an arti-
fieinl hill four hundred feet high, the
sides of the mountain terraced. All
this built to keep the king's wife, Amy-
tis, from becoming homesick for the
mountainous reglon in which she had
spent her girlhood.  The waters of the
Euphrates spouted up to irrigate this
great altitnde into fruits and flowers
and arborescence unimaginable, A great
river ranning from north to south
¢lear through the eity, bridges over it,
tunnels under it, boats on it

A city of bazaars and of market places,
unrivalied for aromatics and unguents
and high moettled horses with grooms
by their side, and thyme wood, und
African evergreen, and Egyptian linen,
and all styles of costly textile fabrie,
and rarest purples extracted from shell
fish on the Mediterranean coast, and
rarest searlets taken from brillinnt in-
sects in Spain,and ivories brought from
successful elephants in India, and dia-
monds whose flash was a repartee to
the sun. Fortress within fortress, em-
battlement rising above embattiement
Greateapital of the ages. Butone night,
while honest citizens were asleep, but
all the saloons of saturnalin were in full
blast, and at the king's castle they had
filled the tankards for the tenth time,
and reeling and guffawing and hie
coughing around the state table were
the rulers of the land, Gen. Cyrus or-
dered the besieging army to tuke shov-
els and spades, and they divgrted the
river from fits usual chiinnel into ans
other direction so that the forsaken bed
of the river became the path on which
the besieging army entered.  When the
morning dewned the conquerors were
inside the outside trenches. Babylon
had fallen,and henoce the sublime thren-
ody of the text: *“Alas, alas that great
city Babylon,that mighty city,for in one
hour has that judgment come,” Butdo
nations die? 0O, yes, there is great mor-
tality among monarchies and republies,
They are like Individuals in the fact
that they are born, they have a middle
life, they have a decease, they have a
cradle and a grave. Some of them arve
assassinated. some destroyed by their
own hand. Letme call the roll of some
of the dead civilizations and some of
the dead cities and let some one answer
for them,

Egyptian civilization, stand up
“Dend!” nnswer the rulus of Karnok
sud Luxor, and from seventy pyramids
on the east side of the Nile there comes
up & great chorus, crying: "Dead!
dead!” Assyrion empire, stand up and
answer. Dead!” cry the charred ruins
of Nineveh, After800 years of magnifi-
cent opportunity, dead Israclitish
kingdom, stand up. After 250 years of
divine interposition nud of miraculous
vicissitude and of heroie bohavior and
of appalling depravity, dead. Phanicls,
stand up and answer. After inventing
the alphabet and giving it to the world,
and sending out her merchant caravans
in one direction to central Asia, and
sending out her navigators to the At-
lantle ocean in another direction, dead.
Pillars of Hercules und rocks on which
the Tyrlan fishermen dried their nets,
all auswer: “Dead Pheaenicia” Athens,
after Phidins, after Demosthenes,
aftor Miltiades, dead. Sparta, after
Leonidas, after Burybldes, after Sala-
mis, after Thermopylm, dead. Roman
cmpire, stand up and apswer. HEmpire
onee bounded by the British channel on
the north, by the Euphrates on the enst,
by the great Sahara desert In Africa on
the south, by the Atlantic ocean on the
west. Home of three great civiliza-
tions, owning all the then discovered
world that was worth owning, Roman
empire, answer, Gibbon in his “Rise
and Fall of the Roman Empire," says
“Dead!” and the forsaken seats of the
ruined Coliseum, and the skeleton of
the acqueducty, and the minsma of the
Campagon, and the fragments of the
marble baths, and the useless plers of
the Bridge Triumphalis, and the Mam-
crtine prison, holding no more apos
tolie prisoners, and the silent Forum,
and Basillea of Constuntine, and the
arch of Titus und the Pantheon come
in with great chorus, erying: ‘‘Dead,
dead!"” After lorace, after Virgll,
after Tucltus, after Cicero, dead.  After
Horatius on the bridge, and Cinein-
natus, the farmer oligarch, after Pom-
pey, after Sciplo, after Cassius, after
Constantine, after Cwsar, dead. The
war eagle of Rome few #o high it was
biinded by the sun and came whirling
dowa through the heavens, wod the
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night of my atay in Fan Franelsco be
fore thousands of people In their great
opera honse, I sald: ‘*Woanld you like me
to tell you just whatl think plainly and
hornestly?* They sald; “Yes, yes, yosl"
Isuid: Do you think you can stand {4
all”  They sald:  **Yes, yes, yosl”
“Then,” 1 sald, “my opinion is that the
eurse of Ran Franciseo is not your Chi-
nese quarter, but your millionaire libers
tines!”

And two of them sat right before me
—~Feolix and Drusilla. And so itisin
all the oities. I never swear, but when
1 seo o man go unwhipt of justice,
Iaughing over his shame and calling
his damnable deods gallantry and pec
cadillo, | um tempted to hurl red hot
anathema and to conclude that if, ne-
cording tosome people’s theology, there
is no hell, there ought to be!

There is enough out-and-ont licen=
tionsness in American cities to-day to
bring down upon them the wrath of
that God who, on the 24th of August,
79, buried Herculanenm and Pompell so
deep in ashes that the eighteen hun-
dred and thirteen subsequent years
have not been able to complete the ex-
humation. There are in some of the
Amerlean olties to-day whole blosks of
houses which the authoritles know to
be infamons, and yet by purchase they
are silenced, by hush money, so that
such places are as much under the de
fonse of government as publie librarles
and asylums of mercy. Theso uleers
on the body politie bleed and gangrene
away the life of the nation, nnd
public authority in many of the citles
look the other way. You cannot
cure such wonnds ns these with o sillken
bandage. You will have to cure them
by putting deep in the laucet of moral
surgery and burning them out with the
enustic of holy wrath und with most
decisive amputation cutting oft the
senbrous and putrefylog abominations
As the Romans were after the Celts,
and as the . Normons were after the
Britons, so there are evils after this na-
tion which will attend its obsequies
unless we first attend theirs

Superstition tells of a marine reptile,
the cephalopters, which enfolded and
crushed a ship of war, but it is no su-
perstition when I tell you that the his-
tory of many of the dead nations pro-
clnims to ns the fact that our ship of
state Is in danger of being crushed by
the cephaloptera of national depravity.
Where is the Hercules to slay this
hydra? Is it not time to speak by pen,
by tongus, by ballot box, by the rolling
of the prison door, by hanginan's
halter, by earnest prayer, by Binaitic
detonation?

1 want to put all of the mutter before
you, so that every honest map and
woman will know just how matters
stand, and what they ought to doif
they vote, and what they ought to do it
they pray. This nation is not pig to
perish. Alexander, when he heard of
the wealth of the Indies, divided Meze-
donias among his soldiers. Some oune
nsked him what he had kept for himself
and he replied: 1 am keeping hopel”
And that jewel I keep Lright and shin-
ing in my soul whatever alse 1
shall surrender. Hope thou in God
He will set back these oceanie
tides of moral devastation Do
you know what is the prize for
which contention is made to-day? Itls
the prize of this continent. Never
since, according to John Milton, when
“Satan was hurled headlong flaming
from the ctherial skies in hideous ruin
and combustion down," have the pow-
ers of darkness been so determined to
win this coutinent as they are now.
What a jewel itis—a jewel curved in
relief, the cameco of this plar . On
one side of us the Atlantic ocean, divid-
ing us from the worn out governmenta
of Europe. On the other side the Pacifio
ocean, dividing us from the superstitions
of Asin. On the north of us the Arotic
sea, which i€ the gynasium in which the
explorers and navigators develop their
courage. A continent 18,500 milesloug,
17,000,000 square miles, and all of it but
aubout one-seventh capable of rich culti-
vation. One hundred millions of popu-
Iation on this continent of North and
South America—100,000,000, and room
for many hundred millions more. All
flora and all fauns, all metals, and all
precious woods, and all grains and all
fruitsa The Appalachian range the
backbone and the rivers the ganglia ear-
rying life all through and out to the
extremities. Isthmua of Darien, the
narrow walst of o giant continent,
all to be wunder one government,
snd all free and all Christians
and the scene of Christ's personal reign
on earth, if, according to the expecta-
tion of many good people, He ehall at
Ipst set up His throne in this world
Who shall have this hemispher:? Christ
or Satan? Who shall have the shore of

owl of desolation and darkness bullt ita
nest in the forsaken eyrie. Mexican
empire, dead.  French empire, dead.

You see, my friends, it is no unusual
thing for n government to perlsh, nnd
in the same veerology of dead nations,
and in the same geaveyard of expired
governments will go the United States
of America unless there be some potent
volce to eall o halt, and unless God in
his merey interferes and through a pur
ified ballot box and a widespread pub-
Me Christian sentiment the ecatastrophe
be averted. This nation is about to go
to the ballot box to exercise the right
of suffrage, and I propose to set before
you the evils that threaten to destroy
the American government, and to an-
nihilate American Institutions, and If
God will help me I will show you be-
fore I get through the mode in which
each aud every one may do something
to arrest that appalling calamity.
And I shall plow up the whole fiell

The first ovil that threatens the anni-
hilation of our American institutions I
the fact that political bribery, which was
once considered n crime, has by many
come to be considered a tolerable vir-
tue. There is n legitimate nse of monoy
in elections, in the printing of political
tracts, and in the hiring of public halls,
and in the obtaining of eampaign ora-
tory; but is there any homuneulus who
supposes that this vast amount of
money now being raised by the polit-
feal parties is going in a legitimate di-
rection? The wast majority of it will
go to bny votes

There used to be bribery, bet it held
its head in shame. It was ander the
utmost secrecy that many years ago a
rallroad company bought up the Wis-
consin leglislature nnd many other pub-
lle officlals In that state. The governor
of the state at that time recelved §50,-
000 for his signatare, His private secs
retary recelved §5,000, Thirteen mem-
bers of the senate received £175,000
among them o bonds.  Sixty members
of the other house received from $5,000
to #10,000 each. The lisutenant-gov-
ernor recelved 810,000, The clerks of
the house received from $5,000 to $10,000
cach. The bank comptroller received
210,000, Two hundred and #fty thous-
and dollars were divided among the
16bbyists, You see, the railrosd com-
pany was very generous. Butall that
was hidden, and only through the se-
verest serutiny on the part of a legisla-
tive committee was this iniquity dis-
played. Now, politicul bribery defles
you, dares you and is arrogant,

Unless this dinboism ceases in this
country, Bartholdi's statue on Hedloe's
islund, with uplifted torch to light
other nations into the harbor, had bet-
ter be changed und the torch dropped
as n symbol of nniversal incendiarism.

Unless this purchaso and sale of suf-
frage shall cease, the American govern-
ment will expire, and you might as well
be getting ready the monument for an-
other dead nation, and let my text in-
seribe upon it these words: “‘Alas!
nlas! for Babylon, that great city, that
mighty city, for in one hour is thy judg-
ment come,” My friends, if you have
not noticed that rmiml bribery is one
of the ghastly crimes of this day, you
have not kept your eyes open.

Another evil threatening the destruc-
tion of American institutions is the
solidifying of the sections against each
other. A solid north, n solid south. It
this goes on we shall, after & while,
have a solid enst agsinkt s solid! west,
we shall have solid middle states
agoinst solid northern states, we ahall
have a solid New York against a solid
Pennsylvania, and a solid Ohio against
a solid Kentucky. It is twenty-seven
years since the war closed, and yet at
every presidential election the old an-
tagonism is aroused. When Garfleld
died, nnd all the states gathered aronnd
his casket in sympathy and in tears,
and as hearty telegrams of condolence
came from New Orleans and from
Charleston as from Boston and Chicago,
1 said to myself: *I think sectionalism
is dead.” Dut, alas! no. The difficulty
svill never be ended until ench state of
the nation is split up into two or three
great political parties. This country
capnot exist unless it exista as one
body, the national capital the heart,
sending out through all the arteries of
communication warmth and life to the
very extremitiea This nation cannot
exist unless it exists as one family,

Another evil threatening the destruc-
tion of our American institutions is the
low state of public morals,

What killed Babylon of my text?
What killed Pheenicin? What killed
Rome? Their own depravity, and the
frand and the drunkenness and the
lechery which have destroyed other na-
tions will destroy ours unless a merci-
ful God prevent. To show you the low
state of public morals 1 have to call
your attention to the fact that many
men nominated for offices in different
states ot difforent times are entirely
unfit for the positions for which they
have been nominated.

1 have to tell you what you know al-
ready, that American politicsa have
sunken to such a low depth that there
is nothing beneath. Whut we see in
gome directions we see in nearly all di-
rections  The peculation and the
knuvery hurled to the surface by the
explosion of banks ana business firms
are only specimens of great Cotopaxis
and Strembolls of wickednoss that boll
and roar and surge beneath, but have
not yet regurgitated to the surface.
When the heaven descended demooratic
party enncted the Tweed rascality it
seemed to eclipse everything: but after
awhile the heaven descended republican

outwitted Pandemonium with
the Star route infamy.

My friends, we have in this country
people who say the marriage institution
smounts to nothing, They scoff at it
We have polite parlors in our day who
aro not good enough to be scavengers
in Sodom!

You and I will decide that or help to
decide it, by consclentions vote, by ear-
nest prayer, by maintenance of Chris-
tian institutions, by support of great
philanthroples, by putting body, mind
and soul on the right side of all moral,
religious and national movements,

Ah! it will not be long before it will
not make any difference to you or to
me what becomes of this continent, so
far as earthly comfort is concerned All
we will want of it will be seven feet by
three and that will take in the largest,
aud there will be rcom and to spare.
That is all of this country we will need
very soon, the youngest of us. But we
have an anxlety about the wellfare and
the happiness of the generations that
are coming on, and it will be a grand
thing If, when the archangel's trumpey
sounds, we find that our sepulcher, like
the one sdoseph of Arimathea provided
for Christ, is in the midst of a garden.

The democrats have earried the couns
try. All the doubtful states o1 the
north have declared in thelr favor, nnd
they have held their own in all the ex-
slave states, They have carried New
York Ly a larger plurality than that
state gave to any party before in a
presidentinl yenr sineo 1872, when
firant swept it by 85,000, Thelr lead
in Indiana apparently is greater than
was that of the republicans in 188s,
which was 2,048, They have also car-
ried llinols, with seven or elght of the
electoral votes of Michigan, The re-
publicans have lost in the west, In ad-
dition to these states, the states of
Kansns, Colorndo, Nebraska, Wydmlug
and Nevada, which have been won by
Weaver,

The honse of representatives has also
gone demoeratic, and the senate proba.
bly is keeping it company. Republican
reverses have been sustained in several
states which elect legislntures that ure
to choose suecessors to republican sen-
ators whose terms end on March 4 next
In the present senate the republicans
huve forty-seven members, the demo-
crats thirty-nine and the farmers' ul-
liance two. Thus the republicans have
o plurality of only elght and n mnjority
of but six in that body. Considerably
over hiall of the tweaty-nine senators
whose terma expire next March are re-
publicans. If the democrats win four
of these rvepublican wseats without
losing any of their own the senffte will
be tied as between the republicans
und democrats. with Stevenson's cast-
ing vole in their favor.  As the repub-
licuns are galning nowhere, but losing
in many places, the democpats are like-
ly to have the next senate,

The demoerats, therefore, will be in
undisputed control of sl branches of
the government for the first half of
Cleveland's new term nt lenst. Thelr
majority in the house will not be so
great as it is in the present body, but it
will be great enough to give them a do-
elided preponderance on all questions
on which partisan lines are drawn.
They will thus be entirely re-
sponsible  for all  the legislation
of the two years Dbeginning with
March, 1803  Often in the past
eighteen years control has  been
divided owing to a lnck of partisan
harmony between the two branches of
congress or between one or both and
the execntive, and for this reason each
party has been enabled to shirk re-
sponsibility for legislation in some de-
gree.  With the demoerats for the next
two years, however, the situation will
bo different.  They will have complete
and undisputed sway in all de ts
of the government, and the people will
be able to hold them to a rigid me-
countability for the management of ita
uffairs.—8t. Louls Globe-Demoerat.
