TROUBLE IN MEXICO.

A Revolutionpry Untbrenk That May Prove
Very Serlovs -Effurta 4o Overthrow the
Presont Administration,

Lauepo, Tex., Dec. 22 —The storm ia
soming, snd when it breaks it will be
aver the republic of Mexico. Dia-
patches nre rushing to and fro from the
Meriean officials to the United Siates
ofticers on the frontier, and in the near
future there will be a genuine revolu-
tion in Mexico Information woas re-
ceived here that Gen. Estrada, stutionsd
at Mier, about seventy-five miles down
the Rio Grande, was missing from his
post of duty, and it is thonght he has
Joined the rovolutionists, who are
marching toward the interlor of Mex-
iew  This Is another indiostion that
the outlook is very serious for President
Diaz.

It is impossible to gain any informa-
tion from those high in authority, us
everyone is under tho strictest orders
not to make public the telegrams, bnt
this much is positively known, that
there wos a battle on the 17th, on Mex-
ican moll, near Guerrero, about thirty
miles from the river, between the Mex-
fean troops an | revolutionists, with a
victory for the latter. There were five
soldiers killed in the skirmish, the
revolutionista completely routing the
federal troops, nnd in a body 400
strong  continued on thelr march
towurd the interior,  When last heard
from they were within » few
hours' mareh of the town of Coralvo,
which is situated fifty miles from the
river, noar the Candolia mountains and
thirty miles from the Mexican National
ralirond This information is from an
officer whose name Is, of course, s se-
cret, and can bo vouched for. He states
that the Mexiean troops down the river
have been given orders to warch into
the interlor and that further trouble
will come frgm o powerful influence
workinugz for the overthrow of the pres-
ent ndministration in Mexico

It is reported that there is no lacking
of funds to carry out the movement
There ins been u grand coup made by
the revolutionists.  ‘They made the rald
ut San Ignacio om the 10th and did not
recross to this side, but went out into
Mexico. Meanwhile the troops were
ordered by both countries to the fron-
tier with the expectation of finding
them in the chappursl on the Texas
side of the river, when in fact they were
gathering strength as they receded to
wurds the mountaigs in Mexico.

Wasnixarox, Dec. 22 —The Nicar-
agun canal bill, which has held the at-
tention of the foreign relations commit~
tee since the beginning uf the mession,
has at lnst been completed and was
yesterday favorably reported by its au.

drawn on substantially the same
lines as the bill reported from the coms«
mitteo to the last congress, including
ns it does, & proposition to guarantee

#100,000,000 to ald in the construction
of the cannl. The new bill, however,
contains some additions which increase
the obligations of the company as well
as the security of the government.
