8r, Josern, Mo, August 25, —My
last bulletin gave forcomsts of the
storm wave to cross the continent
from 27th to 31st, and the next will
reach the Pacifio coast about Septem-
ber 1st, cross the wostern mountains
by close of 2d, the great central val-
leys from 3d to Gth, and the eastern
states about the Gth, The warm wave
will cross the western mountains
about September 1st, the great cen-
tral valleysabout the 3d, and the east-
crn states abeut the Oth. The cool
wave will cross the western mountaings
about the 4th, the great central val-
leys about the 6Gth, and the eastern
states about tha 8th,

The most important disturbances of
the month, will be described in my
pext bulletin,

SUN 8I'OT STORMS,

In connection with sun spots are
bright clevated spots called faculm
The former arc darkest, tho Iatior the
brighteat parts of the sun. Where
one is found, the other is not far
away, The spots are depressions, bow
deep is not known, but sstronomers
#ay not less than 2,000 mules, while
the faculw are elevations of equal
extent, My theory is that the faculw
ate the clouds in the storm centers of
the sun, the low barometer, where the
clouds are condensed and spouted high
into the sun's atmosphere, while the
spots are the high barometers, corre-
sponding to our clearing weather,

In our eerth storms, the clouds and
moisture are drawn to the center of
the low bparometer, whore, as they
whirl around it ageinst the hands of
the watch, they also are earried up-
ward, Io storms of great force, as in
the tornado, the clouds arc spouted to
groat heights,

Cumulus clouds on earth are much
like faculic on the sun. The cumulus
clouds appearn great mountaio-like
heaps, with straight flat bases,
Where the sun shincs on their tops
they appear like great mountains
capped with snow. They are alwaye
formed in the low barometer, and in-
dicate great energy, are often accom-
panied by severe thunder storms and
great down-pours of rwin, Cumulus
clouds indicate that the low barome-
ter is near, while the cirrus are seen
only near the Larometer. The Iatter
are much more elevated than the form-
er, and on the sun near the spots,
form the long bright torehes, alwo
called faculgw.

If we bear in miod that the lgh
and low barometers constitute an in-
separable pair through which air and
moisture circulate, condeused and
opaque in the low, expanded and
transparent in the high, going up in
the former and down in the latter, we
may better understand our esrth
storms and sun spota,

The names high and low barometers
are misnomers, and oconvey & wrong
idea, It was formerly suppused that
a ridge of air incrcased the weight of
the atmosphere, thercfore because of
this eupposed atmospherio ridge or
wave, it was called the high barome-
ter. Thin 1s now known to be & mis-
take, It in not a deep or high wave
of atmosphere that ocauses the in-
creased weight, but a down-pouring
column of air, and consecquently the
high barometer is & depression, snd
the low harompter an elevation, cxeet- ¢+
|y cantrary to what their names im-
ply. The bigh barometer on the sun
wonld eause a depression and »
dark spot, while the low would cause

an elevation amd light spots, all olt

whieh agreo ml.h lhe flou as doletm
incd by the astronomers,

The terms high and low barometers
as applied to instruments, have a dif-
ferent meaning as compared to atmos-
pheric barometers, In the instru.
ments when the mercury runs down it
is called low, and when it runs up in
the tube a high barometer,

A hollow, flexible bulb, from which
the air has been exhausted is filled
with meroury, one of the heaviest of
metals, A small tube extends above
the bulb, and as the atmosphere be-
comes heavier, the bulb is compressed,
and this forces the mercury higher in
the tube, indicating & bigher barome-
ter, » heavier atmonphere, or in reali.
ty a greater pressure of the atmos-
phere, caused by its momentum down-
ward as it falls downward to the earth
from great heights,

The instrumental low barometer 18
the reverse of all this, The atmos-
phere rises, is lifted upward by the
electrio ourrents, which are the mov-
ing forces of all those atmospherie
changes, and as the air rises it conse-
quently presses with less force on the
barometer's bulb, the latter expands,
the meroury runs down in the tube,
and this is ealled the low Larometer,

The anamoly in all this is in the
fact that the dcep atmosphere, the
mountain or ridge of stmosphere and
olcud, is over the low barometer and
the trongh, depression, or hole in the
stmosphere, is over the high barome-
ter, all of which constitute s contra-
dictiom between facts and terms that
is quite liable to mislead the amateur
meterologist, and throw many perplex-
ing dificulties in the way of under-
standiug the terms high and low ba-
rometer as applied to the instruments
in one case, and the state and condi-
tions of the atmosphere in the othoer,
