How many of us when we look a
common pine board over stop to think
of how many different hands it passes
through from the time it, with many
others, form one of the toweriny; pine
treees of the northwest or the sunny
south, uantil it is finally nailed on
some building to-be warped by the
Nobraska sun or torn frap its support
by aa lowa eyclone. How many of
our readers have over scen or worked
in a lamber camp in the pinerics of
Michican, Wisconsin or Minnesota?
To thoss that [ haye extended a hearty
greeting and will try to revive their
momories, of bygone days, and to those
that have never had the opportunity.
I will endeavor to describe the life of
& pinery boy of the cold north west.
The lumbering in the north-west at
the present day is not much as our
fore-fathers had it thirty years ago;
for there is as much improvement in
the lumbering nearly as in any other
branch of industry in .our country
today, Iostead of the old logging
sleigh & feet between the runners
with 8 foot bolsters, now sleighs are
used 7 foot wide with 16 foot bolsters.
And instead of chopping the trees
the erosscut saw has taken the place
of the ax. There is also a vast differ-
ence in the samps past and present.

Of lumbermen there are
three classes the cruisers, loggers and
the drivers, and aa the orusiers come
first I will deseribe their work as 1
saw it myself, We will say that a
company is buyiog « tract of pine.
they send their experienced eruisers
or land hunters to look it over and es-
timate the distance from the rivers
snd if their report is satisfactory they
buy, A good ocruiser always com-
mands good wages for the company
has to rely ou his judgwent, it is
nothing for a cruiser to get $5.00
day and oven more but then it does
not any wmore than pay for the hard-
ships and long years of experience
that & cruiser has to go through; there
are also cruisers who go in on their
own beok and look over state land and
buy it themselyes and sell it to the
company. When thoy start out lon a
eraise generally two 5o together and
their outfit cousists of a good COmMpass
an ax and generally a gun to kill smal
game with, Their blankets and pro-
visions of which sowe times they have
to have enough 10 last & month; all
of which they carry on their back
while fording riyers, climbing woun-
tainy, wading through swamps, clam-
bering over brush, following old lines
or blazes on the trees which aro made
thirty years before and are therefore
very dim. Counting their steps to
tell how far to go to get across » forty
aore field. And at night Inying down
on the oamp ground under some
friondly tree and thero sleep the sleep
of the just, and so on from day to duy
until their work 1s done, When they
return and make their report and like
enough start on a single journcy the
next morning, As I have mentioned
before, if the report s matisfaotory
from the ornisers the company will
buy the land and lot the contract to
cut, skid and haul the logs to the riv-
er and sometimes drive them to the
saw mills aWay down the niver, (lon-
erally iu the month of August or Sop-
tember the contractors or loggers make
their preperations togo up the river to

. bogin the winter's work; for they have

oamps (o build and roads to wake,
For a great deal of puine is taken with

the roads, first the trees are grabbed
out for two rods or more in width, logs
are cut out and finally graded down as
good almost as the road bed of a rail-
road, for there will be some monstrous
loads of logs hauled over these
roads, loads that are prled up like =
load of hay; the writer has seen over
sixteon thousand feet loaded on one
pair of sleighs and hauled over four
miles with four horscs, Then also
provisions Lave to be hauled from the
nearest railroad station. Somctimes
thirty miles away and the most of it

has to be done before winter seta m.

Although in the larger camps & team
is kept on the road ail the while, eall-
ed the toat team, in the large camps as
many as a hundred men are working.
There are horse teamsters who haul
the logs to the river. Ox teamaters
to do the skidding, sawyers to cut the
logs, swampers to cut the roads for the
oxteamaters, loaders to load the logs
on the sleighs, landing men to urload
thom on the rivers, road monkeys,
scales and last but not least the high
and mighty foreman. And what &
bustle in & Jumber camp, get up in
the morning eat breakfast and out jin
the woods while the stars are shining
in the sky, and there busy at work un-
til the welcome notes of the dinner
Lorn warns the men that itis time to
cat, Oh! grand old dinner horn no
sweeter noteswere ever heard than the
music you produce in the pinery of
Wisconsin,  Dinner over out we go

goes until at last after ffty or siaty
days and some times even longer the
drive is done then some more money
to spend and then to hunt,  Perhaps
you have noticed on the end of timber
letters or characters stamped on them,
they are the stamps of the log owners
and cach log is also bark marked, that
is in the woods the swampers take
vhenr uxos and hack the mark on them
the same as are stamped on them; and
some rather queer marks the Jlogs
have some times; [ can aesure you
such’as rabbbit tracks, crow foot or
marks that would look like them, but
I donbt if any one could tell what they
were unless they knew.  Each mark is
registered the samoe as cattle brands
and any log that has that brand on be-
longs to the man that owns the brand,
Down the riverat the rafting grounds
the men know all the marks and who
ewns them; and at some of the raftrug
grounds a great many marks pass
through, for instance at Beef Slough
at the junction of the Chippews and
Mississippi over twelve hundred marks
go through there. _ All the logs are
rafted and towed down the river to
the sawmills there to be sawed up in-
to timbers, scantling and  boards,
After awhile they find their way to
Nebraska where the farmers buy them
and pays from $20.00 to $30.00 per
thousand for them; and nail them on
a corn crib and when the corn sheller
comes along they will smash them
up into kindling wood and so cnds

Lhave seen fellows patoh their elothes
to savo their money and tell what
great things they are going to do with
their money, when they go down in
the spring,  And when they go down
meet thew three days after and they
woull not have a cont, but such is tha
life of a lumberman, OFf course in o
lumber oamp there is more or less slang
worda used; for instance the camp store
is called & wagegan, o turning place io
the road a round turn, where the logs
are hauled by the men is called a oross
haul, and many a poor tender-fuot has
been sent from one gang to another to
borrow a cross haul or round turn,
An instance is reported where a green.
horn was sent from one camp to anoth-
er camp one cold night to borrow a
round turn the forcman of that camp
sent him to another eamp 'five miles
farther on and the next morning he
was found frozen to death, so much for
ajoke, As the rule the lumbermen
are a very tender hearted class of men,
I once saw in a camp where I was on
the Chippewa River in Wisconsin, an
instance where a poor fellow was
brought into camp with his leg broken
that night a subscription was started
and over two hundred dallars was rais-
ed for him; and _he weut down the riv-
er next morning with wo re money
than he possibly eould have carned.
Awmong the laboring class of people
in this country there are none any bet-
ter protected thun the Jumbermon of
Wisconsin, where the loin law is in
effeet, A log must not be etarted
down the river until every man that
has had anythiog to do with it has
had his pay for the logs are held for
pay. After the ca mps break up
in the spring there is another job on
hand which is far more dangerous.
The logs have got to be driven down
the river and as soon as tho spring
tise comes in the river that work com-
mences for the Jogs have got to be
keptmoving. Jams to be broken,
logs to be rolled ia wlong the shore
and many a poor fellow has had u dis-
ngreeable swim smong the logs and
ice cakes, but gencrally out ‘and

An Interesting Letter From the
N ational Capltol,

[Speclal Correspondence)

Wasniaxron, D C. Aug, 16, 1893,
Mg, Hoswer, Sin: Your request
for a letter just received, wnd it is
with great reluctance that I comply,
for only those who have secn the
World’s Fair and Washiogton in all
hor glory, can realize how feeble all
attempt at diseription must be, 1 will
say yery little of the fuir, as we made
a flying visit, being there only one day,
We saw most of the principal build-
ings, and attained a good conception
of the grandure and beauty of it all.
Many of our own friends will go and
see for themselves, and they will find
it much more enjoyable than reading
a diseription of it, The trip over the
mountains was very delightful, To a
girl who had seen only the plains of
Nebraska and lowa, it was wonderful,
From Chicago we came over the Penn-
sylvania Ceotral this road winds down
through the valleys by beautiful little
wountain streams.  We passed around
the great bhorse shoe bend, and down
the Conemaugh Valley, and passed
Johnstown, the seene of the flood.
To see the busy thriving little town,
one would hardly think it had been
the scene of such a disaster, We saw
u brick school building, standing on a
Wll; it was the only building that
stood the flood, Since we came to
Washiogton we have been sight see-
ing every day. The most interesting
place to we is the Capitol, It is in-
decd a maguniticent building, built en-
tirely of marble, In one end is the
Houso of Representatives, in the
centre the Supreme Court, and in the
other end, the BSenate chamber,
The Capitol is filled with very beauti-
ful and costly paintings and statuary,
There is a painting in the dome of the
Capitol, which cost #19,000, The
artist lay upon his back, on a seaffold-
ing to paint 1t.  Underneath this
painting is a eirele of designs in the
marble, representing historical events,
The seulptor died before he had finish:
ed the work, and no ene has been
found to finish it, The scaffolding is
still where the workman left it, and
the work is still incomplete, The
doors in the cast side of the rotunda
are of bronze and cost §39,000, They
are ceverad with dosigns representing
historical events, All about the Cap-
itol are clegantly furnished waiting
rooms and lobbies. The grounds
about the capitol are very beautiful,
The Botanical Gardens join the Cap-
itol grounds, on the west., Many of
the most beautiful plants had gone to
the World's Fair, but the gardens
looked very beautifal,  Some of the
walks aro lined with palms on both

gides, and the walks, fountains and
flower bods are delightful,

All the land
between the Capitol and the monu-
ment is goyerement grouud, and is
laid out io parks flower gardens. ete.
From the wonumen*, the beautitul
designs of the flower gardens con be
seen, and the blocks are outlined with
trees.  Wo had & vory pleasant trip
down the river to Marshall Hall, the
old home of Chief justica Marshall, of
listorieal fame. The House and
grounds are kept as noarly as possible
as they were when the Marshalls lived
there; and here we saw the family
burying ground with the quoer, old
fashioned inscriptions on the tomb-
stones. The dinner we ate here
seemed in keeping with the antiquity
of the house and the grounds, It
was antique also. We almost wonder-
ed if the meal was cooked in the time
of Chief justice Marshall. We went
to Mount Vernon, yesterday. It was
a beautiful day and the trip was de-
lightful, As we wandered through
the old house, and saw the (uaint
farnitare, the straight backed chairs,
and the queer old fashioned pictures,
[tried, in vain, to realize that this
was tho house and furniture used so
long aco by Washington, The most
interesting here, to me, was a suit of
clothes worn by Washington, and a
lock of his hair. We saw also a cane
and a pair of spectacles used by
Washington. I tried to imagine his
fatherly eyes, looking through the
spectacles, at me.  There are many
places of interest I have not yet visited,
bot I hope to visit them all before I
come home. I hope all my friends,
can sometime ocome to Washington
and enjoy the sights for themselves,
