CAUSE OF SUN 8POTS,

Prof, Young, in his general astron-
omy, page 191, gives a record of sun
npots, and no sun spots for 110 years

largely oblitorating his ppots,

none at perihelion. The reecords
prove this to have been the case. The
greatest of all sun spot periods was
in 1837-8 when Jupiter, Satura aud
I"ranus were near their aphelions,
The next greatest sun spot period
was in 1578, when Jupiter and Saturn
were near aphelion, and Neptune was
only 44 deyrees from the same poiot.
The last great sun spot period oc-
eurred in IS71-2, when Jupiter and
Saturn were at their aphelia.
Without understanding the subjeet,
Prof. Young acknowledges the princi-

§pots are numerous, magnetic disturb-
snces are most numerous and violent
on the earth, and violent disturbanoes

Young shows that at and near these
dites there were no sun spots.  There
oan be no mistake as to the cause.
Here sre given eleven peribelis of
Jupiter, all that occurred between
1761 and 1893, and atevery ove of
them ocourred a peoriod of no sun
spots.  During all of that 132 years
these periods of vo sun spets oc-
carred at no other time than at Jupi-
ter's perihelion.
