Turmolis In Bohemin.

Our Bolewian fricods will be
pieascdto read the following srti-
cle, from the Bohemian Voies, pub-
lished at Omaha, Nebr,

Almost rimultancously with tho de-
feat of (Hladstone’s home rule bill in
the House of Lords, news of the most
threatening oha racter comen fiom Bo-
hemia. Owing to home rule agitation
by the Young Chekhs and repeated
demonstrations against the govern-
ment-—such as tearing down of imper-
ial esgle in various citics of Bohemis,
hissing down the imperial anthem on
the anniversary of the emperor, siog-
ing of the marseillese and rioting in
the streets of P'rague, on September
12¢b, the day of the issuance of the
irrevocable imperial rescript, wherein
Francis Joseph had promised to erown
himself as king of Bohemia,—the
ministry” it is said, had suspended
articles of the eonstitution bearing on
citizens’ rights and suspending trial
by jury for one year in the ecity of
Prague, and the surrounding districts
of Vinohrady, Karlin and Smichov.
The clauses suspended inelude the
ficedem of the press and the right ot
holding public meetings. Prague
nas been placed in a stage of siege.
Lwmperor Francis Joseph, according
to these dispatehes, had sanctioned
the deeree of the min'stry,

As a result of these repressive
weusurcs, the whole conntry has been
thrown in a a dangerous state fof ex-
citement, In Prague, which is the
scoter of the agitations, revolutionary
cries and apeeches, songsand literature
are to be heard of found on every side;
the strects are being patrolled by
squads of police and detachwments of
cavalry, The military are confined to
the barracks and the publia buildiogs
are strongly guarded. Opposition
newspapers are brivg confiveated
daily and some of them have been
suppressed altogether. Official sheets
also hint that some of the leaders of
this anti-dynsstic wovement will be
arrested aud tried for treason,

Any one who has watehed the
courso of the Young Chekhs withio
the last year; who has read the bold
specohes delivered 1n various parts of
Bohemia and Moravia to the Young
Chekhs coustituepti—speeches breath
ing the ficreest diflance-~will not be
surpassed st these demonstrations.
They were antivipated.  In starting
them the Young Chekhs caleulated
like this: the Old Chekha (a party
now almost cxtinet) were tame
and eubmissive, readily yiclding to
Taaffe's blandishment and their policy
was an ulter failare. The Mag)urs
on the contrary, were always truculent
and unyielding and they finally carried
their point, Hense, let us also com-
Lat the government and hike Magyare
we ghall win,

Awerican news papers which have
commented on these Gisturbanccs do
not grasp the true eituation in Bo
hemia, We have scen a western
newspaper of great reapectability ex-
pressing the opinion that the Young
Clieklis arc a set of political banterers
without following, who should be
dealt with summarily by the govern-
went,  Agiin, some newspapers seem
to think that things are coming to a
crisis in Bohemia aud that revoluwsion
is Imwinent there.  Both of these
opinioas are wrong. The Youung
Chekhs are the dominant party in Bo
hemin to day and the bess blood +f
the nation is at their beck and eall,
They are, however, tha viotims of the
vile electoral system of Austris, and
as & result, with all their strenzth,
ability and intelligence they sre ren-
dered powerless.  The notion is equal-
ly absurd that Bohewiaos are on the

state of aunrohy.

ifest to every sober minded man that
revolution at this time, when Bohowia
is girded with millions of bayonets
and cannon, would be a madness—a
leap in the dark. Instead of amelior-
ating the condition of the people, rev-
olution would only tijhten their
chaios. What course the Young
Chekhs must pursue in order to regain
our lost independence, is cither to
unite-— join hands with clerienl and
the lListorieal nobility—and united
and seconded by the othur Slaves in
the parl'ament,;there is no party strong
coough to resist their just demands;
or they must remove the present eleo-
toral law and give one man one vote
and no more,

The troubles in Bohcaia are deep-
scated, They date from our downfall
in the 17th century. Since that time
Bohemia hus been cloven to death by
Hapsburgs. Foiled in their crime to
exterminate us as a race. the Haps
burgs have missed no opportunity
since 1621 to strip us one by ove of
our constitutional liberties. Hatred
bears hatred and consequently every
Bohemian peasant regards the Haps
burgs as the areh-enemies of his coun-
try. How the present emperor loves
his Bohemian subjects, the following
incidents will ehow. During certain
rio's which o curred early in thesixties
Count Azrrach went down to Vienna
to aswure the emperor that Bohismian
nationalists  had mething to do
with the riots ard that they were

starvation wages. Before he could
fin’sh his explanation, the cmprror
said to him angrily, “T waot to hear
nothing of these Bohemian hioodlums.”
On another occasion, when Clam-Mar-
tinic was pleading the cause of Bo-
licmians ac & private audience, the
euiperor turued Lis back toward him
and looked indiffercntly out of » win-
dow,

Franois Joseph is the bane of the
Bohemian people, he is the cause of
all their recent misfortuncs, and as
long as Le lives or reigns they cannot
hope to recover their rights,

Proncis Joscph has deprived the
people of the liberties which were
granted them by his uncle, erdinand.

He has given comstitntions to ubre-
gate them. He has made pledges to
his people in the hour «f need, and
when his people helped him, he disre-
garded. He has increased the army
of office-holders and erganized the
gondares to spy and harrass the poo-
plo.  He has weddled with Earopesn
sffairs  without cause, arr.sting the
progress of his subjects at every srep.

He has increasod the public debr
enormously bp uscless wars, Ile las
slways chosen for counselors the most
inveterate encmi:a of the Bohomian
commonwealth, like Bich, Sehmer!l ng,
Maesczery, &o.

Oppresser of all nations, he especial-
ly persecuted the Bohewisn people

Qoe of onr greatest populiats,
Cherles [lavlicck. was hounded to
death by him, ecores of patriots,
whose ooly crime consisted in loving
their ungrateful coantry too well.
were imprisoned, and those remaining
at libarty were placed under pa'ics es-
piomage. To pass fer a Bokewian
smounted to treason st one time, Te
publish Boheminn besks was proliibit-
ed. During the reign of Francia Jo-
seph our children were being German.
ined, our youth were tavght 1o despise
their snoestors,

Germans fighting the Bobemians—and
to what purpese?
An impartial judge of Austrian af-
fairs would have to confess unlhesitat-
ingly, that Franeis Joseph, in the
first place is to blume for this chaw
and suarchy. If he were a man of
judgment and foree, instead of being
the weakling he 18 he would have seen
by this time that federation is the
only salvatien of Austria; that the
country is doomed to be a prey to
strife and contentions unless the just
claims of all the nationalities inhabit.
ing his monarchy, are satisfied; that
pease and happiness of subjosts caa-
not be wom at the point ef bayonets,
by muzzling the public prees and
speech, suspending (rial by jury and
plaeing the people under martial
law—on it can only Dbe secured
through wise and bencfieent ruling.

Not befors this is done will there
be peace or happiness in the Austrian
dominions, Bayonets may cow down
the Young Chekhs in 1893 but “some
other Chekbs" will take place yeoars
Lenee, and with a louder voice will de-
mand the same inalienable rights, the
same libertics, which were demanded
by their predecsssors,
