How It Adbheres to the Nindy and Sacks
Qut ALl the Polson,

Noarly every one has heard moro op
less abont madstones and the wondesful
cures with which they aro eredited ia
saving Hfe where an person had been bite
ton by o mwnd dog. Many regard these
slones ns nomere snperstition, but statis-
fies go to prove that they really do con-

#tones are selidom henrd of nnywhere ex-
cept in the sonthern states, where they
are quito common, and most of the peo-
ple of that section placo great faith in
them. Mrs. J, M. Parks, o lady resid-
g in this city, ia the possessor of one
of these remarkable stones, and a report-
er called on her tolearn somothing aboug
them,

"“Yos," she said when questioned on
the subject, “I have s madstone and
bave hind it many years. My husband
found it near Magnesia Bprings, Fla. 1
have only hadd oceasion to use it three or
four times since It has been in my pos-
sossion, and each time tho best results
followed. The reason that I have not
used it ofton is that Inever hear of n caso
where a person haa been bitten by a mad
dog until I see it in the p‘:]wr. and then
it has always been stated that the pa-
tient has been takeu with convalsions,
It is too late to use the madstone then,
Bpasima do not generally appear until
about nine days after the person is bit-
ten, and if the stone is applied any time
previous to the convulsions the poison
will bo entirely drawn out by it,

“Tho worst case I ever cured with my
mwadstone happened when a policoman
here in the city, named Price, was bit-
ten on the hund by a mad dog. His arm
bad swollen up to three or four times its
natural size and had turned black. Tho
mun was suffering the most excruciat-
ing agony, and his physicians had de-
spnired of his life, Iaccidentally heard
of his case sud at onoe hurried to the
bouse with my madstone, The doector
consented to give it a trial, and the re-
sult was that the man recovered and is
now walking around the streets as well
as ever,”

Upon the reporter's asking if he might
8o the stone Mre. Parks immediately
produced it, remarking as she did so,
*“It does not look nearly as powerful as
it really is.”

It is a little, porous, chalklike sub-
stance about an inch long, half an inch
wide and a quarter of an inch thick
and appeared to be n sort of vegetable
compound,

“The process of applying the mad-
stone,” continned Mrs, Parks, *‘is
simple and sowmewhat similar to vaccina-
tion. You select somo part of the body
between the bite and the heart and with
& sharp knifo scrapoe the skin till the
blood comes, then apply the stone to the
raw spot, The stone will adhere imme-
diately, and its drawing qualitics are so
great that it will almost bury itself in
the flesh, sucking out the poison until all
the pores of the stone are filled with the
deadly virus. The stone then drops off
of its own nccord, and after being thor-
oughly cleansed with milk, warm water
and soap is applied again, This {s
up till the stone refuses to stick, thereby
showing that all the poison Las been
drawn out."—8t. Louis Globe-Democrat,

The Sling of the Nettle.

The leaf and stem of a nettle are Lit-
erally clothed with erect hollow hairs.
It one of these hairs is viewed under a
microscope, it will be seen that its free
end, after tapering to a very fine degree
of slimness, finishes as o little knob,
while in the other direction, after grad-
ually becoming more robust, it I‘ll.dgﬁl,'
expands intoa large bulb, corres
with the poison gland of the adder.

The point of the hair is very brittle,
and contact with our skin causesthe end
to enapoff, leaving a hollow needle point
which readily pierces our cuticle, and
pressing upon the bulb at the other end
the poisdn is forced through the central
channel and inflames our blood, The
tender banded who stroke the nettle are
stung for their pains, because their gen-
tleness has only served to break the brit-
tle points and rendering them fit for
plercing, but the rough handed break
the hairs at their thickest parts, where
they aro too stout to prick.~Good
