Mow Queen  Kanhomana  Eatablished

“"Woman's Rights" —HRoyal Processions,
In One of Which & Dowager Wore Sev-
euly-two Vards of Coshmere,

When the missionaries arrived at Hae
wadl, March S0, 1820, the eondition of
woman was that of aslave, Sho conld
not eat coconnuts, bananas, oranges or
fish, and one of the curions tabus, or in-
tordictions, forbade her eating any kiud
of food with men.

Queen Kanhumann sent for the new
king, Liholiho, who was engaged in a
drunken orgie out on the ocean in a
eanoe, and urged him to throw down the
idols in the heaiaus, or temples, and to
clinch the matter by eating in publie
with a group of women who wero foust-
ing by themselves at a little distance
from the royal abode, Staggering over
to them, Liholiho, who was o very dif-
ferent charncter from his famous father,
sat down and publicly ate gome of their
food. The cry went up, “The tabu is
broken.”

The torch wasaapplied to the idols, and
woman's emancipation began, Quoen
Kaahumanu was a huge, heavy mortal,
and lko all the chiefs she was prond and
eruel, At first she treated the mission-
arles with disdain, offering only the tip
of her little finger in salutation, but she
beenime o zenlons convert and remained
to the time of her death, in 1832, at the
ago of 68, a firm and conscientious Chris-
tian, beloved Ly those who intimately
knew her and universally respected for
her abilitias, Bhe had ruled as consort
of the great conguegor, a8 joint sovereign
with his son, Liholiho, and as regent dur-
ing the minority of Rauikeouli,

Kamamalu, the queen of pleasure lov-
ing Liholiho, was fond of display. Ona
state ocoasion in 16820 shie was carried in
procession, septed in & whalebont on &
frame of wiokerwork borne on the shoul-
ders of 70 men,

The boat and platform, 80 feet long by
19 feet wide, were ocovered with costly
broadcloth relieved by beauntiful colored
tapas (native bark oloth), The queen's
dress was a scarlet sllk mantle and a
feather coronet, An immenso Chinese
umbrella, richly gilled and decorated
with tassels and fringes of the same
gaudy color, supported by a chief wear-
lnE & helmet, gcreened her from the sun,

‘hiefa held aloft kahilis, or royal
stafls, 80 feot high, the handles sur-
rounded by alternate ivory and tortolse
shell rings, beautifully wrought and
highly polished, the upper part being ar-
runged so as to form a colnmn or plume
of scarlet feathers of 14 feet in dinmeter
and from 12 to 14 feet long. A more
magnificent inslignia of rank, econveyin
at once the ideas of grandeur, state an
beauty, as they towered and gracefully
nodded above the multitude, was never
devised by barbarians,

Another royal lady, Kinau, who after-
ward shared authority with Kamehame-
ha I1I (Kaaikeouli), her title being Kaa-
humanu 11, appeared in a scarlet paun, a
long piece of silk wound round the b#l’
and linbs, with two long streamers, 8
pau is s véry graceful costume, especial-
ly when worn by a wahiue (native wo-
man) on horseback, with the gayly col-
ored streamers afloat in the wind, The
two dowager queens appeared in this
procession, One of them wore 78 yards
of cashmere of donble width, one-half
being orange and the other half scarlet.
This wae wrapped about her figure till
her nrms wero supported by the mass in
o horizontal position, while the remain-
der, forming nn extensive train, wassup-
ported by a retinue selected for that pur-

pose,

The richness and variety of the dresses
and colors, and the exhibition of the
wealth and power of the chiefs, their
hereditary symbols of rank, the stately
kahilis, splendid cloaks and helmets, and
necklaces of fenthers, intermingled with
the brilliant hues and deep green of the
flowers and wreaths from their native
forests, renidered the spectacle at once
unique and attractive, Groups of ging-
ers and dancers, to the number of many
hundred, ever and anon met the proces-
sion, enthusiastically shouting their adu-
lution in the willing ears of the chiefs,

Queen Kamawalu and Liholiho made
u voyage to London in 1828, Before the
ship weighed anchor at Honolulu the
queen chanted o farewell:

“0 heaven! O earth! O mountains!
0O geal O my counselors and my sub-
jeots, farewell!™

The royal travelers created s sensa-
tion in London. Queen Kamamaln ex-
hibited herself in loose trousers and a
long bed guwn of colored velveteen, but
Parisian modistes soon clothed the ladies
in all tho gear of fashion, Corsets for
the first time encirelgd their ample
waists, and the London ladies, in their
ruge for the new lions, songht patterns of
the turban that graced the brow of the
(ueen,

But, alas, the royal pair caught the
measles and died in London, poor chil-
dren of nature that they were, far from
the palm groves and bosky bowers of
their native isles! The bodies, in lead
coffing framed in wood and covered with
crimuson velvet, were eent to Honolulu
in the frigate Blonde in charge of Lord
Byron, n cousin of the poet.—Godey's
Maguzine,

MOW AN AX 1S MADE.

The Numerous Processes It Undergoos In
the Courss of Manufactare.

On entering the main workshop the
first step in the operation which is seen
fs tho formation of the ax head withont
the blade, The glowing flat iron bars
aro withdrawn from the furnace and are
taken to a powerful and somewhat com-
plieated machine, which performs npon
them four distinet operations, shaping
the metal to form the npper and lower
part of the ax, then the eye, and finally
donbling the piece over so that the whols
can be wolded together, Next the iron
is put in a powerful natural gns farnaco
and liented to a white heat. Taken ont,
it goos under a tilt hammer and is weld-
el in n second. This done, ona blow
from the “drop.” and the poll of the ax
{a completed and firmly welded, Two
erews of men aro doing this class of
work, and each crow can mako 1,600 axes
per day.

When the ax loaves the drop, there s
some superfluous fnetal still ndhering to
the edges and forming what s technic-
ally known as a “fin," To get rid of
tho fin tho ax fs again heated in a for-
naco and then taken in hand by a saw-
yer, who trima the ends and edges, The
operator has o glass in front of him to
protect his eyes from the sparks which
fly off by the hundreds as the hot metal
is pressod uﬁnlnnt the rapidly revolving
saiw., The iron part of the ax is now
complote. The steel for tho blade, after
being heated, s ont by machinery and
shaped. It is then ready for the welding
department. A groove is cut into tho
edgo of the fron, the steel of the blade
inserted, and the whole firmly welded
by muchine hammers,

Noxt comes the operation of tempeor-
ing. The steel portion of the ax is heat-
ed by being inserted in pots of molten
lead, the blade only being immersed, It
is then cooled by dipping in water and
goes to the hands of the inspector. Anax
is subject to rigid teats beforo it is pro-
nounced perfoct. Thoe stoel must bo of
tho required temper, the weight of all
axes of the same sizge must be uniform,
all must be ground alike and in various
other ways conform to an established
standard, The inspector who tests the
quality of tho steel doesso by hnmmering
the blade and striking the edge to ascer-
tain whether it be too brittle or not. An
ax that breaks during the tests is thrown
aside to be made over,

Before the materinl of the ax is in the
proper shapo it has Leen heated five
times, including the tempering process,
and the ax, when completed, has
through the hands of about 40 workmen,
each of whom has done something
toward perfecting it. After passing in-
spection, the axes go to the grinding de-
partment, and from that to the polish-
ors, who finish them npon emery wheels,
—Philadelphia Record,
