tional seal, but likowiso the imporial
soal of Ching, a8 o mark of vassalage
When, on June 6, 1884, howover, Pate.
notre obtained thoe signaturo to the
treaty giving Anam over to the protee-
tion of France, the groeat Chineso seal
wns brought beforo the convention of
Aunamite statesmen and French officer
md diplomats. M. Patenotro in his ro-
port to the homo offioo described the
scone a8 follows:

“We took out soats about n large ta-
ble in the parlor of the French resi-
donce.  Thoro were naval officers from
Admiral Courbet's flect and several offi-
cors from thoe French gartison at Hue
Tho great seal was laid upon the table
It was b inches square and made of sol-
id silver, weighing about 13 pounds
Tho handle represented a camel kneel-
ing.

“'The Anamite prime minister mado
s number of impressions from the seal,
and while this was done servants were
preparing n small charcoal furnace at
ono end of the room. Tho Anamites
were prepaving to destroy the seal. I
lenned over to the prime minister and
told him that it was not yet too late to
savo this interesting relic, and I begged
him not to consign it to the crucible
Ho hesitated o momoent and then held
n brief consultation with Nguyen-Van-
Tuong, the regent. Tho Iatter shook his
hend and said that the last token of An-
am's servitude must bo  destroyed
Fivo minutes later the great seal was
nothing but a mass of molten silver, "’

And that is why there is only an im-
print of the seal in the French embas-
sador's collection instead of the heavy
:;ilwr. camel handled die.—New York
