FIRE AND NO WATER.

RED CLOUD AGAIN VISITED BY THE
FIERY MONSTER.

Hard Wind=No Water=Outlook Bub-
teus for a while Two Healdoncen
Utterly Destroyed= Changs of
Wind Savesthe Town-Clty Ofcers
Thoroughly Excited,

On Wednesday afternoon at 3:10 the
terrible and thrilling, yet ever fascinat-
ing cry of fire was echoed from one
mouth to another, spreading with the
rapidity as such alarms always travel,
instantly etarting u large crowd for the
scene of destruction. Owing tothe dan-
ger , the fire alarm did not sound but =&
short space of time. The fire started in
the residence of R. M. Cochrane on
Seward street, and was caussl by a
oloth which wae spread over the tank of
a gusoline stove becoming ignited from
the flames which the wind caused to
swerve. Mrs, Cochrane was the first to
notice the danger, and oalling for help
she ran out of the house. Mr. Coch:
rane then appeared on the scene, and in
tearing the rag from the tank, the latter
became loosened and fell to the Hoor,
where the flames immediataly fed on
the fresh fuel and made it utterly use.
less for him to further attempt to stay
the blaze. There was an insurance of
$600 on the house, but that is a small
amount compared with the loss, nothing
being saved, with the exception of one
chair which stood on the outside. It is
extremely lucky that no one was burned
by the explosion of the gasoline.

FIREMEN ON HAND,

Among the first to make their appear-
ance wore the fire boys, who immediate-
ly unreeled their hose, carrying it be
tween tho burning building and the
house standing north of it, and then it
was discoversd that there was

NO FORCE TO THE WATER,

which immediately caused great oxcite-
ment to prevail among the citizens, as
the wind was blowing directly toward
the main part of town. It appears that
they had the pump apart at the engine
house, putting in a new suction pipe,
and instead of filling the standpipe and
then shutting the main off, there waa

only about 36 feet of water therein in
the morning and it was allowed to run,
thus using the whole supply by noon,
and thereby {making the firemen help-
leas to cope with s fire, It there had
been water, there ia no doubt but what
the frame of the firat house could have
been saved, and the second one not so
much ae scorched. When they wereap-
prised of the fact that thoioould do mo
