Be it Enacted by the Legislature of
the State of Nebraska:

Sgerion 1. For the purpose of
caring fer the people in this state re-

er harvest mey be seoured, and to de-
fray the necessary expenses thereof,

for the purpose, there be and is here-
by appropriated from the state treasu-
ry from the fusds not otherwise ap-
propriated the sum of $50,000 or so
much thereof as may be found neces-
sary for the relicf of the people in the

Skc. 2. Forthe purpose of carrying
into effect this act and Lo the end that
the aid thereby appropriated may
reach those in destitution and want,
the State Relief Commission appointed
by the governor, under its pre seat or
ganizativn, censisting of nine mem
bers, from which have been elected
a president, secretary aod treasurer is
horeby empowered to take charge of
s2id work aod prosecute it to comple-
tion, and into the hands of maid eom-.
miseion shall be placed the funds here.
by appropriated from the state trearu-
ry, and they shall and are hereby re-
quired to procure and distribute to
the several counties in need the nec-
essaries of life for the relief of the
suffering inhabitants, This distribu-
tion sha!l be 12 and through the chan-
nels hereinafter provided.

Sec. 3. It is hereby made the
duty of the suditor of public ascounts
to draw his warrant on the state treas-
urer on the requsition of the commis-
sion, approved by the president and
secratary, as the same shall be neces-
sary to furpish the supplies and ne.

Sgc. 4 It is hereby made the
duty of said commission in the requisi-
tion for tne funds set forth therein
to state the purpose for which said
money to be paid by the treasurer is
to be used, with an itemized statement
of the amount to be psid for transpor-
tation snd the meveral articles and
supplies to be procured, snd to file
with the secretary of state an itemized
invoioe of all srticles by them pro-
cures. for the reliof of the drouth suf-
ferers.

8xc. 5. [t shall be and it is here-
by wade the duty of the said relief
eommission to appoint in each of the
several drouth stricken counties, a
county oentral relief committee, whe
shall bave charge of all supplies de-
livered to their respective counties,

and a sub-relief committee of three in

of the county commissioners, together
with the county clerk, shall he mem-
bers of the gounty oentral relielf com-
mittee.

persou s they may deem best.
