This storm wave will ivitiate a most
rewarkable period of weather and the
country will experience almost every
thing from the tornado to the bliz
zard.  lixtremes of weather in noar-
Iy every respect may be looked for,
but more cold than hest, more rain
and snow and sleet and hail than
drouth,

In the north, particular sttention
should be given to the protection of
live stock during the last half of the
month, and in the south the early
erops, particularly of gardeners, will
suffer from ecld ruing, sleet and hail,

Tornadoes may be expected in the
southern states and seyere cold waves
in the north, A cold wave of some
importance will also cross the conti-
nent from 9th to 11th. 1 eaunot an.
swer correspondents unless they will
enclose stamps,

The warm wave will cross the wost-
ern mountain country about the 16ch,
the great central valleys about 1Sth,
and the eastern states about 20th.
The cool wave will cross the western
mountain country about the 19th, the
great central villeys about 21st, and
the eastern states about 23d, and will
give the castern states a blizzard.

The unusual weather of the 1805
crop season will take farmers and
others by surprise, espacially those
who do not carefully read and study
these weather bulletins,

Intelligent farmers and dealers will
study the future of the weather, the
former planting that which will best
succeed in yield and price and the
latter arrangieg his stock in trade to
correspond.

CLIMATOLOOY,

In previous bulleting the effeots of
magnetio north poles on our olimate
were, discussed, and now let us look
to the south and sce if anything there
has an important hearing on the cli-
mate of North America.

Over the Atlantic ocean north of
the cquator is located one of the
earth's principal respiratory o0-gans
through which it inhales the ether of
space, and this ether brings down the
pure air from our upper atmosphere
oausiog it to spread out over land and
sea,

Thia north Atlantie high has a reg-
ular pendulum-like swing east and
west, now causing n drouth in liurope
as it swings castward, and then a
drouth in America when on its west-
ward swing,

When the sun is north of the
earth’s equator in July, the barometer
registers about an average of 30.05
ou our southeastern coast and in Jan-
uary when the sun is south, about
30.15. These are about the general
averages, and when the north Atlan-
tio high swings west, causing drouth,
the monthly barometric averages are
higher.

The center of this north Atlantio
high is west of the Azore islands and
the water and air currents ciroulate
around that center 80 as to cause the
wind to blow westward south of the

cosst, eastward between Newfound.
land and northern Europe, and south-
ward on the central European Atlan-
tio coast,

These winds are called the trade
winds because when sailing vessels
were used exclusively they came west
by the southern route in order to get
the west winds and returned to Ka-
rope by the northern route, thereby
catobing the cast bound breezes.

This morth Atlantic bigh has o
complete system of storma that is of
vast importance to the United States,
southern Kurope, northern Afrios,
sod the north Atlantic shipping in-
terests, Our weather bureau is tire-
sumely slow in grasping new truths,
In fact it seldom catches a new idea
till forced to do so by public senti-
went snd the publioc must first be
moved through the press by some in-
dependent meteorologist,

The hydrographio office of the pa.
vy department—which we wmay tairly
call the navy weather bureau—has
mapped this system of storms {rom
about the West Indies to where they
join in trans-continental lows and from
wlnere they luave the trans-Atlantie
