luxurious and yet after all compara-
tively modest apartments in the
Metropolitan elub, keeping them year
in and yoar out for his use whenoever
he happens to visit New York. But
his friends think his coming will be
as infrequent nnd his stays as brief,
perhaps. as are those of James Gor
don Bennett.

A MAMMOTH PEARL.

It Was FPurchased by the Strategionl
Meathod,

“An extraordinary treasure, illus
trating the successful manner n
which gems can sometimes be pro-
cured by the ‘strategical process,’
was lately shown by the Smithsoniun
institute. This was a pearl, the size
of a plgeon's egp, of exquisite rose
color, and the receptacle containing
it was the original fresh water mussel
in which it had been formed. The
nucleus of this wonderful stone was
nothing more nor less than an
oval lump of beeswax which had
been placed and left for a few years
between the valves of the mollusk,
which had at once proceeded to coat
it with the pink nacre it secreted for
lining its shell. The mussel was
kept in an acquarium while engaged
in its lengthy task. It belonged to o
species common in Ameriean rivers,
and it is suggested that the rosult of
the experiment opens to everybody
the possibility of establishing a small
pearl factory for himself, by keeping
u tank full of mussels, and humbug-
ging them into making great ‘pink
pearls’ for him. But the intending
experimentalist is cautioned against
avarice; the ‘nucleus’ must be intro-
duced well under the mantle of the
creature and, above all, it must not
be too arge."

OVER LAND OR WATER.

A German Inveantor Able to Travel
Seven Miles an Hour on s Hiver.

A tricyele which can be made to
travel cither on land or water is the
invention of a llamburg genius
named George Pinkert. The machine
is so large and heavy that no such
specd can be gotten ont of itasis
made every fair day on city boule-
vards, but Herr Pinkert thinks he
has accomplished much in doing nine
and one-fourth miles an hour on land
and seven and one-half on the smooth
surface of a river. His trieycle has
motor wheels fifty-three inches in
diameter and nearly twenty inches
thick. They are made of shect iron,
and are divided into three water-
tight compartments, which are filled
with air. On the outside of these
wheels are flangebourds about four
inches wide by seven and one-half in
length. The steering wheel is about
a yard in diameter and sixteen inches
thick, and has two water-tight com-
partments. The wheels have rubber
tires which allow them to run on
land. The whole machine weighs
about 210 pounds,
