BLACKSNAKE IN HIS POCKET.

Terrible Experience of Charles Miller of
Tarrytown.

How Electriclty Kills

The very Interesting and valuable
experiments which Dr. A. M, Blelle, of
the Ohlo State university, has been
making with regard to the effects of
electric shocks upon anlmal organism
have reached a stage where a working
theory can be predicated upon the re-
sults obtalned, says the Cleveland
Leader. This theory is & complete de-
parture from that most commonly ac-
cepted. It has been supposed that the
cause of death In electrocution was the
breaking down of the tissues.

¢laborate experiments which Prol.
Blelle has made during the last month
or more leave no doubt in his mind
that death resulls from a very different
cause. He has found by experiment-
ing with a large number of dogs that
an electric shock of sufclent intensity
to cause death résults in a contraction
of the arterles so that they refuse to
perform their functions, This throws
the blood from the velns, upon the
heart, and virtually drowns the opera-
tion of that organ.
