Weather Bulletin.
(Copyrightea, 1895, by W.T. Fosater.]

8r. Josern, Mo, July 13.—My
last bulletin gave foreoasts of the
storm waves to cross the continent
from July 18th to 22d. The next
will reach the Pacific coust about July
23d, ocross the western mouantain
country by close of 24th, the great
central valloys from 256th to 27th
and tho eastern states about the 20th.

During and immediately preceding
this distarbance will ocour the hottest
period of the month, accompanied by
indioations of drouth.

The drouth in Florida and the
southeastern atates will increase, cnd
northwest of Bt. Louis, in the diree-
tion of Manitobs, moisture will be
defisiont,

The warm wave will oross the west
of Rookies eountry about 23d, great
oentral valleys 25th and eastern states
27th. Cool wave will cross the west
of Rocklies country about 26th, great
central valloys 28th and esstern states
30th.
This cool wave will probably cause
light frests along the northern bor-
ders of the United States, kesping up
the record as a most remarkable crop
BoaRON.

WINTER WHEAT,
July and August rains will probab-
ly put rolliog lands in good condition
for plowing, preparatory for sowing
winter wheats, but soils that hold
water longer than the average will
prebably be too wet.
In the great central valleys heavy
rains will fall in September and the
plowing should be completed as early
as pessible; not only for the reason
mentioned above, but also because of
the severe winter to follow,
Ia the northern portion of the win-
ter wheat belt. sowing should be eom.
pleted early in September; in the
south a wonth later and the sowing
should be completed long enough be-
fore to give the soil time for becom-
ing packed so that the wheat plants
may have a solid bed instead of a
loose ash-bank in whish to germinate.
The roller should be thoroughly
used. For the coming hard winter
the plant might be botter prepared by
a second rolling after the wheat has
covered the ground with its green.
In many places the rains will have
washed the soil from the roots and
left an uneven surface, inviting the
work of the winds, and for this the
roller is & good remedy.

The weather will favor the above
suggestions as October is expected to
be warm in the winter wheat country,
and the preparation will be nececssary
in view of the severe December
weather to follow.

I hold that vegetation receives no
nourishment from the soil. The plant
reeeives all 1ts food from or through
the atmosphere. This is eontrary to
the common theery of the farmer,

The farmer's theory is to prepare
the soil so that its substance will
readily enter the plent, run up its
stalk, entering the leaves and seeds
from below. My theory is to s0 pre-
pare the soil that it will readily con-
duct the currexts of electricity whieh
enter the plant through it leaves, pass
down its stalk and enter the earth
through its roots, thus bringing to
the plant its nourishment from above
and exuding the refuse into the earth
by way of its roots,

I have some positive proof for my
theory, for soientists have found that
ourrents of eleotricity constantly en-
ter the plant through its leaves, pass
down its stalk and into the earth,

We aleo know that current of elec-|w
tricity carry matter, and the only
question left to determine is whether
the observed currents in plants carry
matter to and feed vegetation,

The tap roots of plants conduet
most eleotrisity, and secording to my
theory do not neod what the farmer
calls & rich soil, beosuse the sub-
stance of the soil never enters the
roots, The farmer would say that
these tap roots gather in or suck in
most plant food from the scil, there-
fore, in breaking the ground ‘or sow-
ing winter wheat they invers the soil,
turning under what the farmer oalls
the richest portions of the seil where

the tap roots oan get to it more readi-
ly.

If the farmer's theory as to plant
food is correct, then his practics of
inverting the moil is correct: but if
my theory 18 correct, then inverting
the soil is a mistake,

I believe that better results would
obtain 1f the soil could be moved and
pulverized without turning it. The
only objeet, if my theory 1s correot,
is to put the soil into condition to ab-
sorb und hold water, because moist
earth conducts electricity while dry
earth does not.

Herein is the secret of commercial
fertilizers 80 much used in the eastern
and southeastern atates, These fer.
tilicers are priocipally mineral sub-
stances that readily cenduoct eleotrie
ourrents and which the elestrio ocur.
rents oarry away, not into the plant
but inte the earth, aod hence they
must be renewed every season,

If farmers would use & smaller
break-plow and let it run deeper, the
801l would be moved but not inverted.
The ground thus prepared for the
plant wenld be left in its matural con-
dition, right side up, as we see it
where the immense wild ferests grow.

Turning the soil in good for retting

weeds and prairie sod, but not good
for the plant that 1s to grow om it.
It is not my purpose to discuss
what the winter wheat orop will yield
in 1896, The best work on that crep
during 1895 is the only question taken
up in this bulletin,

The first step is to break the soil

early and deep with s narrow plow,
leaving the seil as nearly as possible
right side up.
The deep plowing will permit the
water to go below the plant, and the
heavy rains of the fall will not so ser-
iously injure is, Thea therough roll-
ing will pack the top soil and enable
more of the water to run off, asd pre-
vent the hard winter weather from
getting at the roots.

Less noreage and a better crop me-
cured by more careful farming will
certainly pay better,

This subject of oultivating the
cereals will be continued, but farmers
are specially notified that the break.
ing down of the law of supply and
demand by institutiag artificial means
of sontrolling prices prevent any cor-
rect estimate as to what orops will pay
best, Until this law of supply and
demand is restored to its rightful sup-
remacy, the matter of selecting your
orop must remain & leap in the dark,

Th
questions will be furnished by e
state superintendent; the coury
erintendent will iuspect the pape
pass upon their morits, The examio-
ation will cover 1ne following require-
ments:

Reading—Ahility to read with oor-
rect understanding and good expres-
sion varione selections furnished by
the examiner.

Arithmetic—Ability to use numbers
readily and necurately in the funde-
mental processes, decimals fraotions,
compeund numbers and measurements
and the general principles of peroen-
tage, interest and proportion.

Eaglish Language and Grammar—
Especially the relation and depend-
ence of the parts of sentences, writing
letters and descriptions in good lan-
goage and form, correct use of plurals,
possessives, capitals, ete,

A good general knowledge of geo-
graphy, U. 8. bistory, and physiology.

Orthography and penmanship will
be judged irem papers submitted in
other subjects. These papers will al-
80 be considered in marking the ocan-
didate in language,
