|AT THE CATERER'S.

IN THE MIDST OF ICES AND
v CREAMS GCALORE.

How the Daisties Are Propared for Bo-
cloty Ratertainmente—Some Desligns to
Flease the Eye—A PFreanchman's Cea-
Gempt for Our Freesers

They were all very busy down In the
basement under the fashionable Chica-
#v pwrveyor's shop. Im the kitchen the
chel, in white apron and cap, was mak-
ing lobster r:quuu. while the cut-
ting up of luseious diamond-back,

to of gourmets, en-
saged the attention of an assistant at
neighboring table. Near by a beel
tefderioiln was being larded. In the
pastry room the head cook was occupled
in making very realistic oysters of a
ereamy mixture on little half shells
made of wafers, and with the pearly
insides counterfeited In 1cing. These
were served on a dlsh, with slices of
lemon, the latter belng also cakes. At
& round table a youth was beating with
great vigor a bowlful of eggs. Near the
oven a baker stood, constantly drawing
out pans full of goodies, all ready for
the finishing touches of lcings and dec-
orations, and putting In others ready
to be browned. But it waa In the lce
cream dopartment that there was most
bustle. There two huge freesers were
kept hard at work by youths, who
turned the wheels. This department
has for ite chief a very good looking
young Frenchman, who also wore a
white linen cap and apron. All along
one side of the room runs a great ice
chest In three compartments, each of
which holds aix cans filled with differ-
ent ices, and big enough to rejolce the
heart of even the greediest of small
boys. These were packed In broken ice.
When an order Is to be filled a mold
is packed with the desired flavors and
put in a small tub of ice, ready for de-
livery. At a big white table the head
of the department stood folding two
large sheets of brown wrapping paper
into strips about six inches wide. These
be placed upon the table, with a small
square of pasteboard In the middle, and
on that an ornamental round lace pa-
per napkin. Presently a box of cracked
fce was dragged Iin by an assistant, who
proceeded to unearth from its midst a
overy | fancy two-quart mold. This he handed
to his chef, who immediately plunged
it Into a great dishpan of hot water,
which stood at one end of the table.
After a few twista In the hot water he
withdrew It and removed the cover.
Then, placing the elaborate pyramid
of lce cream which it contained upon
the lace paper, he proceeded to turn it.
There were creams of several colors
used, but the upper layer was of van-
flla. In little compartments near the
artist were little strips of candied an-
gelique, candled cherrles, etc., and Into
each little projection of the design a
small strip of the green angelique was
put, with here and there a cherry, and
on the very top a round plece of citron
was placed. Next, Into the small end
of a paper cornucopia a little tin nozsle
was fitted, and the bag was filled with
raspberry water ice from one of the
tina In the big refrigerator. With ex-
pert fingers the decorator squeezed lit-
tle fluted ribbons of the pink ice, form-
ing quite an elaborate pattern over the
whole top. Then, with great care, the
gayly trimmed lce was lifted from the
tuble by the long band of brown paper,
the usefulness of which was now appar-
ent, and placed in a good-sized tin box,
in which it was fitted very loosely.
Then the nsalstant took it in hand and
proceeded to pack it In lce once more,
Then came another mold of a different
pattern, and the upper layer of which
was of strawberry cream, which went
through much the same process, lemon
ice being used, however, iInstead of
raspberry, to afford the desired con-
trast, “Peches Rancher" m.ke quite a
showy dish, Little molds, in two sizes,
representing peaches and opening on &
hinge In the middle, are used. A
brandied peach forms the foundations
of each, the space once occupled by the
stone being filled with bisquit glace.
Around these the molds are filled with
French vanilla cream, screwed up and
put away to freeze. An hour or so
later these are brought out and thrown
into the tin of hot water. Then each
little pale frult Is taken out of its case
and put on a tin tray. Then, with ex-
pert fingers, the artist paints each one
with pink sugar tied up in a loosely
woven cloth, giving It the real peach
bloom, with a downy look and all com-
plete, except for the little stem with
leaf attached and here and there a
blossom still adhering, which he next
ingerts. After this the tray s put Into
n box to keep cool until wanted, Mean-
while, up in the candy department, the
basket weavers are at work making a
basket of whatever color may be or-
dered to hold the luscious fruit, in the
shape of those in which peaches come
to market, It was o pink one that was
being made, and It was decorated with
a blg pink satin bow on each handle.

A Frenchman always looks with con-
tempt upon the American ice eream
freezer, and the chef in this case was
no exception. A large one on the new-
est and most Improved pattern oceu-
pled a corner of the big room, but the
writer was informed that it was only
good for water lces—It did not make
the ¢gream smooth enough. The freezer
used for creams ls a8 big clumsy afair
that occuples the middle of the room
and which has no paddles. The beat-
ing I8 all done by hand before the frees-
Ing begins. Quite a large wooden spade
is used for taking out the cream when
ready for use.

ODD FISHERS OF SALMON.

Boears, Welves, Wildeats, Coons, Eagies,
Wild Dushs and Mogs.

In a distance of less than one mile,
on & single stream of the many that
tumble Into Puget Sound,’ sald a former
New Yorker, now a lumber operator on
Puget Bound, to & New York Sun re-
porter, “I have seen a family of wild.
cats, half a dosen bears, & host of
oagles, hundreds of wild ducks, and
any number of rasor-backed hogs, all
busily engaged in fishing for salmon.
They wouldn't be salmon that you and
I would eat, for they'd be weak and
considerably under the weather, but
they’'d be salmon just the same—dog
salmon chiefly. 1 owned a hog once
that was an expert at catehing dog
salmon, and I've seen him more than
onoe snatch half a dozen from Lhe
water in less than twenty minutes. He
had such great suceess at his flshing
that at last he got ambitious. He for-
ot that he was only a rasor-back hog,
and that the salmon he was catching
were simply dog salmon, out of health
and swelled up, so to speak, and as-
pired to try his hand, or rather his
snout, on the lordly typee or chinook
#salmon. 1 dldn't know this until one
day in the chinook running season I
saw him making his way In & lelsurely
but confident sort of & way toward the
stream that emptied into the Bound
Just back of my mill. I thought it rather
queer, for there wasn't anything in the
line of forage for him in that direction.
I was busy, though, and pald no atten-
tlon to the matter. A minute or two
later I heard the hog give a loud squeal
of distress, and looking In that direc-
tion, I saw him struggling to get away
from something In the stream. I ran
over, and got there just In time to see
the razor-back jerked head first Into
the water and disappear beneath the
surface like a stone. A dead typee, prob-
ably a twenty-pounder, lay half on the
shore and half in the water. jMarks
on the big fish showed that the hog
had captured him, Typee weren't In-
valid dog salmon, though, and some of
the captured fish's travellng compan-
fons had rushed to his assistance. He
had given his signal of distress, but It
was too late, and venegance took its
place. The avenging typees had selsed
the hog, and, In spite of his resistence,
had lugged him In and drowned him,
He came floating down half an hour or
so later, and was a little the worst
looking hog I or any one else ever saw.
If he had been butchered, scalded,
scraped and half dressed he couldn’t
have looked more torn up. He was the
only razor back I ever knew that had
the nerve to fish for typees,

SEA PASTURES.

Some of the Curious Vegetable Organisms
That Live in the Oeean.

At the Imperial institute, London, Mr,
George Murray of the Hritish museum,
recently gave a lecture on “The Pas-
tures of the Sea,” which consisted of a
brief mccount of the vegetable organ-
lams which llve in the ocean. Treating
first of these scaweeds which grow near
the land, he sald they do not occur at
a greater depth than Afty fathoms,
They may be classified according to
their color Into red, olive-brown and
green, and this classification corre-
sponds fairly well with the natural one
founded on considerations of structure.
The red seaweeds grow below low water
mark, the green at high water mark,
and the ollve-brown between the marks.
The colors appear to stand in direct re-
lation with the supply of light, since
sea water stops those rays which are
especinlly concerned In the formation
of chlorophyll, The red pilgment, per-
haps, acts as a shleld to protect the
plant from the blue rays which pass
through sea water abundantly. But in
view of the teeming animal life of the
pen, these trifling amounts of const sea-
weeds cannot be consideed suficlent
to maintaln the necessary balance be-
tween animal and vegetable life. This
Is effected by the floating microscople
plants which are found In almost all
waters, sometimes In Immense masses,
an In the Red sea, which takes its name
from thelr color. They occur In fresh
watera,too; the spray of the fountains
In Kensington gardens In autumn has o
blue green tint which Is due to the
presence of a specles of this plant. The
floating weed In the Bargossa sea Is a
puzzling phenomenon. It has been
supposed to be seaweed washed off from
the Antilles, but unfortunately for that
theory no plant of tho same species has
ever been found growing In those fis-
Innds. In conclusion the lecturer urged
the necessity of further study of the
ocean and Its economy.

A NEW WANT.

The Feminiae Desire For and Indulgencs

There is no doubt that the now aimost
universal practico of drinking tea in
the afternoon has created a new human
want, and thereby decreased the de-
pendence of mankind upom extersal
conditions of happiness.

The moat careful investigation of medi-
cal opinlon ylelds results of no more
significance than the fact that tea
drinking in the afternoon is severely
condemned by all doctors who do mnot
indulge in it themselves, Nor is much
additional light thrown upon the mat-
ter by the confident assurances of other
medical experts that its mischievous
effects may be largely mitigated, If not
wholly neutralized, by eating thin
bread and butter. This bellef may be
held as a “plous opinion,” but the phil-
osopher will probably argue that teo
spoll his dinner for fear of impairing
his digestive powers would be to sacri-
fice the end to the means. And this
argument will apply, of course, with a
fortlor! cogency Lo a proposal to amend
the 5 o'clock program by inserting the
word "beef” before the word “tea.”
It Junch has been described as an “In-
sult” to the meal which has preceded
it, and an “injury" to that which Is to
follow, this unholy practice of boull-
lon swilllng In the afternoon must de-
serve to be qualified in still harsher
terms. Ita reflections upon the ade-
quacy of lunch may be less outrageous
than those of lunch upon breakfast,
but the blow which it alms at dinner
will be dellvered at closer quarters,
Where, moreover, Is the line to be
drawn? asks a London exchange. If

Nay, why not “the
eggs and the ham, and the

raspberry jam" of the vicar's hos-
pitable teatable in “The S8orcerer?” The
door will have been opened, the thin

THE BICYCLE A MIRACLE.

Never Before Has Bo Light a Structure
Hustalned Buch Welghts.

It seems absolutely impossible that a
wheel thirty inches In diameter, with &
wood rim and wire spokes, so Iight
that the whole structure welghs only
twenty ounces, should sustain without
permanent distortion the weight of
four man standing on its aside, with
supports at four points only under the
rim, and no hub support whatever.

It also seems Incredible that a cycle
capable of carrying & man of 160 or 176
pounds In welght can be made so light
that the whole structure weighs less
than nine pounds, Yet this has been
done; even at the roadster weight of
22 or 24 pounds, the cycle carrlea a
greater load with safety than has ever
been put on any other vehicle. The ln-
fluence of the cycle on soclal life, is
already great, and will probably con-
stantly extend, as it provides an out-
door sport and amusement for women
which did not previously exist in any
form In America, American women
are not walkers, but the cycle is per-
haps even better sulted to woman's
use than man's, and seems destined to
add an outdoor element to the life of
woman the world over which was not
possible without the “winged wheel.”
The miracle of the bleyele lles In its
birth, death and resurrection: In its in-
credible load-bearing power in propor-
tion to weight; in ita displacement of
the horse as a means of pleasure, and
in the selection of Its mechanical de-
talls of compressed air support, tubu-
lar framing and chain driving. All of
these are detalls often before Intro-
duced In machines, but never before
permanently retalned. That these cast-
offs are undenlably power savers is con-
vinelngly proved by their continued
use under human muscle driving
power. Finally, the one great achleve-
ment of the blcycle Is to increase the
human powers of locomotion so that
the slow-footed man is made one of the
swiftest of all running créktures,
