The haphazard manner of doing
the cily's business heretofore has beon
stopped, and the present mayor and
council are teying to put the business in
ship-shape. Below we give the message
of Mayor Bentley to the council on the
subjoct,

Gentlomen of the City Council:

I am informed by the city attorney
that the ocoupation tax collected by the
city can only be used under Ordinance
No, 36, for the tollowing purposes (seo
ordioance). I am nlso informed by him
thut no part of the general fund of the
city should be applied tc the puyment
of clnims arsing out of the operation of
the city water works syatem.

Also that no warrant should be drawn
in excess of eighty-five per cent of Lthe
current levy for which it is drawn, un-
lees there is suflicient money in the
treusury belopging to the proper fund
for its payment.

Apainst this saversl funde, thers ure
outstanding nccounts aggregating up
wards of 84000, OF course, these obli-
gations ought not to have been centract-
ed, because they are, or scem to be, in
exceas of B5 per cent of the levy under
which they were intended. But the
city, having recaived value for them, it
ia its duty to provide some way for their
payment. The question ie, how should
it be done? Should we do as lormer
city councile bave been doing  iseue or.
ders and warrants againet the present
year's levy to pay lust year's debta? or
should we apply this year's levy exclus
ively to this year's obligationa or busi-
ness, and make some provision for bor.
rowing money to pay up this &I500 or
#4000 flonting debt ¥ In my judgment,
the latter is the beet course to pursue.
City warrante are now at a discount of
15 per cent when they ought to be at
par, and would be except for our out-
standing debt.

With our warrants worth B85 centa and
drawing 7 per cent on their par value,
the oity is really paying interest on ita
debte at the rate of 22 per cent. It is
certainly not good business policy.
Among the accounts allowed at your
last meetiog, and for which I am re.
uested to sign warrants, are those of
the former members of this council for
salaries, and that of the engineer in
charge of the city water works engine
for wages, and others. Now, these
claime are just and should be paid, But
to pay them out of this year's levy
means to still further put off the day of
our return to a cash basis. I have,
therefore, concluded it my duty to lay
the matter plainly before the city coun-
cil so that tEey may have a full under-
standing of it, and I shall then be gov-
ernod by their advice as to whether I
should sign the warrants or not.—M. R
BenTLEY, Mayor,

There is not the least doubt but what
the people ought to have their money,
and if the present levy is not acceseible
for outstanding indebledness, the city
should borrow the money and pay the
warrants at once.
