Ep Beacox:—Pencil in hand (ink
is played out) Lahall endeavor to drop
you s few more htriogs in regard to
the “ups snd downs” of Co, A, 1
presume you are already aware of our
proceedings up to the time of our de-
parture from Commerce as “R. W.8."
wrote you from that point. We left
Commeroe en route for New Madrid
Feb, 28, marched about twenty miles
and oamped for the night on & farm
belongiog to Col. Hunter of the Rebel
army; heard that Joff Thompson had
been there the same day for the pur-
pose of planting eannon so aa to com-
mand the road (for about a halfl mile)
which led ac.oss = sleugh, but our
foros being much stronger than he
anticipated, he loft on “double quick”
forgetting to eat his dinner, which
our advance guard found steaming
hot on the table, of course they didn's
eat it—soldiers don't like warm meals
on s march, The next morning we
resumed our march and after travel-
ing five or six miles we heard a volley
or two of musketry and the booming
sound ef several picees of artillery.
Our Colonel gave the command to
gallop march, and away went the
“bloody seventh' helter skelter, nip
and tuock, in the direction from
whenoe the sound proeceded; after go-
1ng it strong for four or five miles we
overtook some infantry and aseertain-
ed that while Jeff was planting hie
cannon in a lane for the pupese of
sweeping Nolemaa's Cavalry which
had beem persuing him all night. (bat
of which we knew nething) a company
of Infantry that had been guarding
the railroad near Baxton pitehed into
the old swamp Fox and his ragamuffin
squad sending him and his artillery

ed the above facts he detatched our
company to make a flank movement
on Jefi's left, Company D. on the
right and Company H. to follow on
the road. It would have made a mule
Iaugh to see the strife between some
of our boys and some of company H's
