EDITORIAL NOTES.

Every law-suit costs the oounty
whersin it ie tried 80 much money,
aside from the cost that is defrayed by
litigants. It the case wmust be tried
twice, the cost to the couaty is just
doubled, of course. Every case tried
may be taken to the supreme oourt ef
the state when the decision of the dis-
trict court is declared to be right, or it
is declared 10 be wrong and the case is
sent back to the court from which it
came, to be tried again in the proper
way. These things are common know-
ledge among lawyers, but the tax-payers
do not stop to think how much of thsir
money goes for second and third trials,
because of error in the conduot of trials
by the distriot court. The published
decisions of the supreme court to date
show that fourteen cmses from Judge
Beall's court have been decided, out of
which ten have been reversed. In other
words, the judge bas guessed correctly
Just about ome-third of the time; the
balance of the time, costs have accumu-
Iatad for tax-payers te pay. We have
not stopped to figure what the aotual
coats are, but the fact is plain that whe-
ever is the next judge will not only have
to dispose of whatever new litigation

arises, but aleo ubout two-thirdsof what
the present judge should have done, so
that the next term will covet just two-
thirda more than it should, because it
takes four years for cases to begin to be
tried the second time in the district
court. There is only one other judge in
this state who has nearly so many re-
versils chargod urht.o him, and tnis dis-
triot hus some of best legal talent in
the stute. The cost to the litigant is
ruinous. tos, Evidently two-thirds of
‘lh litiganta are 3 mll-gdhm
udge’s aco , and appeal us
nn?:’ullp.::lgﬂ. in numerous
incompetency, by delay, works a d
of justico.
