Graves, generally, are only to receive
one body, and are not to be opened for
the reception of new badics until after
the lapse of guch number of years as
is assumed to be required for the com-
plete decay of the body, which varies
in the different cantons from three to
twelve years for children and from
twelve Lo twenty years in the caso of
adults,

Wherever free burial has been intro-
duced, It was done on the principle that,
death making all men equal, there
ought to be no distinction In the burial
of the departed, Tt is assumed that all
the citizens and residents, high or low,
rich or poor, will avall themselves of
the provisions of the enactment, and
that all the funerals and Interments
will be equally plain and unostenta-
tious,

The course pursued by the authori-
ties of the city of St Gall in each case
of free burlal {8 given in the [ollowing
extracts from the municipal police reg-
ulations: An attendant culls at the
house of mourning, after verbal notice
of death has been given at the police
office, and receives a further notice in
writing. He atlends to dressing the
body, gives notice to the coroner, to the
oMcer of vital statistics, to the clergy-
man, the bell-ringer, the undertaker
and the grave-digger. The attendant
must also issue the favitations to the
funeral, and must be present half an
hour before the time of burlal, The
undertaker and grave-digger must, af-
ter receiving notlce, go nt once to the
house of mourning, measure the corpse,
provide the coffin, and place the corpse
therein. On the day of burial, they
must see that the body is taken from
the house of mourning and placed in
the funeral car. They must escort the
car to the grave, take from it the cof-
fin, inter it, and cover the grave. The
coffin must be black, and capable of be-
Ing hermetically sealed. The sexton
must sow the grave with rye grass.
In front of the house of mourning an
urn must be put, on the day of the
burial. for the reception of cards of
condaolence. .

gregate wealth of this country repre-
sented $1,000wer sapita of population,
| and took exception to his deductions In
| this mattor as not representing the voris
| ties of the problem, Since that time
| our attention hag been called to the fig-
uros of the census of 1890, and these
evidence that Mr, Mulhall is a past
| grand master of the order of figure jug-
| glers. The wealth of the country in
| 1880, ns revenled by the consus, was
$02,082,000,000, Tts distribution among
the 62622250 of population when
grouped Into families showed that 182 .-
000 of these latter owned $43,367.000,000,
or 70 per cent of the entire wealth of
the country, while the remainder of the
| population, represented by 12,820,000
| familles, owned the remaining 20 per
cent of the wealth of the country, as ex-
| prosged by $18,715,000,000, Stated in
another form, 13,002,000 famifles own
| $62,662,200,000, and 1.4 per cent of them
| posgens 70 per cont of this vast wealth,
| while 95,6 per cent of these families
| control only 80 per cent of it. If this
boily of wealth were distributed equal-
Iy among the families of the country
eachh of them  would have $4574.57,
| while as aciually owned, the 182,000 pv.
ferago §297.181.81 each, while the av-
crage of ench of the 12,820,000 families
Is only 8145826, These are stirtling
figures, and Indieate that the methods
of wealth distribution in this day and
couniry are erude, as well as faulty it
Justice to those that bear the burden
and perform the toil of thelr generation
I8 to enter into the problem. Tho reg-
ulation of the distribution referred to
Is & question of vast difficulty, but,
neverthelesa, It admits of equitable
adjustment. If, however, the distribu-
tion of wealth Iz permitted to exist un-
disturbed, as at present constituted, the
appearance of an  aristocracy ol
weaitlth richer than the one that eor-
rupted, cursed and erushed anclent
Rome wlll appear In this country in
the second decade of the twentleth cen-
tury. To avold this the broadening
of opportunity for the masses Is essen-
tinlly imperative, The tenching of so-
clul economles in the publie schools Is
ilso n menns to lessening the gravity of
this coming danger,

ently from himself by the other wom-

Thin special objection of & man to
have heretlenl teachings addressed to
the femnles of his family, this animos-
ity towards efforts made to place his
women In antagonism to him, was
nalvely expressed at the Congress of Re-
liglons in Chicago. A really capital
paper on Confucinnism was contrib-
uted by the chlef gecretary of the Chi- |
mere Legation at Washinglon, and oven
this intelligent person explained that
to attempt to convert women to Chrls-
tianity was equally atrocious with shel-
tering crime, *“If such a practice ns
giving religious Instruction directly to
women and girls, or as screening the
wicked from the pursult of justice be
allowed this will have the effect of
driving away all who value filial plety,
propriety, sincerity, truth, and recti-
tude, and who have a sense of shame.™

The game writer tells us the husband
is recognized In Chinese religlon as the
master of the wife, in the same degree
as heaven Is of earth, and the sover-
eign I8 of the subject; that the State
takes no care of female education, since
it rvests with the head of aach family
to do as he pleases with regard to its
female members; and that so thorough-
ly Is the responsibllity, and therefore
the power, of the father and husband
carried that the men actually bear the
pentlty of any offenses done by the
woman! “A woman burning incense in
the clolsters shall be punished with
stripes, but the punishment Is infilcted
vicariously-—namely: on the head of the
family to which she belongs. This prin-
ciple of the Chinese law I8 applicable
not only to this case, but also to all vio-
lations of law In which the offender Is
a female person.” Thia I8 truly a lively
prospect for the Chinese husbands and
fathers! No wonder they require their
women to have crippled feet In order
that thelr golngs-on may be easlly
supervised! No wonder that they teach
thelir women a precept of Confucius,
that 8ir John Bowring thus translated:
*“A man should never talk about what
happens his own home within; but for
a woman 'tis a #in to know 3f what
takes place without.” This is enough
to indicate how particularly objection-
able Christlan misslons specially ad-
dressed to Chinese women must seem to
the true bellever in the natlonal rell-
glon, and how hopeless must be the
“warfare” to which the misslonary so-
cletles send Christian women at the
perll of thelr lives.—Mra. Fenwlck-Mil-
ler in London Ilustrated News,

Deluded or Dishonest,

It Is common observation that men
may have much ability and much
knowledge of certain kinds, with the
faculty of ready expression which I8 an,
ugeful to politiclans and publie men,
without having the power of clear and
logieal reasoning.

Phosphoras Seams to Be the Only Matorial
Available to the Trade

A commisslon appointed by the

Freneh Government has been investl-

gating the manufacture of matchon,

| With the object of ascertaining if there

wiy not some substanee whose sabsti-
tutlon for phosphorus would render that
Industry one In which men apd women
conld engage without becoming the vie-
tims of horrible and fatal forms of
polsoning. The commission has just
made (ts report, amd the conclugions
renched by it are of great Interest.
There is, the commission says, nothing
that can replace phosphorus as o quick
and convenlent means to start com-
bustion. Other chemleals would, In-
deed, be safer for the employes, but
none of them & even approximately
safe or nseful from the stardpoint of
the publle. It is evident, therefore,
that the uee of phosphorus muet con-
tinue; but, though that I& the case, % by

Ade-
quate safeguards against necrosis and
bhlood polsoning are | nown and in use—
by some manufacturers, Others peraing
in the old ways, and their employes con-
tinue to die, algo in the old way, A
startling feature of the raport in ita ne-
sertion that the mateh factorlos owned
and conducted by the French CGovern-
ment Itself are precisely those In which
the conditlons are the worst, while
many private companles have already
made their premises modeln of arrange-
ment and method, as healthful to worlk
In as conld be desired. Tt has long beén
known that the “allumettes de la regle”
were the worst in the world, but pér-
haps the labors of this bold and out-
spoken commission will result in im-
proving the official matches as well ns
the places where they are made,

The pictures of eruptions
in the geograpliles of our youth are
wrong, and so are reports from Pres-
co/g, Ariz., that smoke Is Issuing from
one of the peaks of the Hargque Hala
range, thua indicating "that an active
volcano is developing”

A very curlous phenomenon has been
much commented upon in the German
press, says the Philadelphia Record.
Prof. K. 4. Fledler, who has been in-
vealigating the appearance of so-callad
fulgurites for many years, has recent-
ly recelved two specimens, which are
the largest he has ever seen, Their
origin Is due to lightning striking a
bank of gand. This action of lightning
Is explained In the following way: The
heat of the electric dischnrge melts-the
quartz to a fluld maxs, which becomes
solld after cooling off. The shape is
very odd, branching and forking out,
tapering toward the endw. These ful-
gurites are hollow thelr cutire length,
the forked emnds pointing downward
where found. They nre from seven to
nine feot long, and their ends reached
Into very wet sand, where all traces of
the lightning ceased.
