W. C. 7. U'. Women Organlze (o Secure

Good Husbunds,

Nowrong, Va.,, March 16 - The wo-
men of the W. ¢, I, U. of I'ortsmouth
will organize shortly the “Naples Mn-
trimonial Society." They think that
the organization of this society in this
clty will be followed by the orgianiza.
tion of similur societios throughout
the country by the W. (. I\ U/, and
that they eventually will take the
place of the various matrimonial bu-
reaus now in operation in some of the
northern citics,

In Naples girls 11 vears old and over
assemble onee every year in one of the
churches of that city, and the unmar-
ried men, who so desire, go there and
choose wives. The proposed soeiety
will earry out o similar arrnogement
here, except that the girls who desire
to assemble in a church to be thus
ehosen will have to register with the
soclety three months ahead of the
date, that the soclety may satisfy it-
self that they are girls of good moral
character, and the men who are to
apply at the church on thess occasions
to select brides will be required to
register three months prior to the
date of choosing, that the society may
investigate their characters for the
purpose of ascertaining if they are in-
dustrious and temperate. Only men
who have these qualities will be al-
lowed to choose n wife. Those who
register will be informed fifteen days
in advance of their standing. Men
will be required to pay au registration
fee of 81, but girls will be allowed to
register free.  The intended brides
will probably be required to wear
white instead of binck, as in Naples.

The principal object of the society
is to affurd girls who desire to marry
an opportunity to secure temperiate
and industrious husbands,

UNCLE SAM'S MILITIA.

An Army of 9,500,000 Conld Enter the
Field In & Few lHoura.

Wasinxaros, March 16, —Aceording
to u report on the organized militia of
the United Siutes, which has just
been preparea by the War department,
the United States, in need, can put
0,467,604 men in the fleld. Atthe close
of 1805.every State and territory, with
the exception ot Indian territory and
Alasks, had an organized nutiensl
guard. Total force of the militin num-
bers L15.000,0f which 102,604 composed
the infantry, 5215 the cavalry, 5,207
the artillery, 610 the specinl corps, and
there were 1,443 generals and stuff
officers, ‘The total appropddation al-
lowed the militia mmounted to $100, 000,
while the states during the same
reriod spent 82,534,070 on these orgun-
izations, It 18 estimated that the
mobilization of the militia could bLe
effected in the different states and
terrritories in from three hours in the
District of Columbin to seventy two
hours in Oregon, other state organizas
tions assembling between these two
puints,

number of men enlisted in the no-
tional guard, its strength mwmounting
to 12,001 oflicers and men.  Pennsyl-
vanin is second with 8,452, Olio third
