If the cheese thus made conld be sold
to the consumers for just what it 1s,
there would not be ko much harm in it,
for he could buy it or let it nlone, just
a8 best suited him. It is due the giak-
ers of filled cheese in Chicago to say
that they make no pretense that it is
full milk cheese, but make and se!l it
for exactly what it is; but after it

made, and this is what gives American
cheese the reputation it has abroad,
and what has tuken the trade away
from us andgiven it over into the handa
of Canadian cheese maokers,
