In design theso may
sedm atirnctive, and may be deomed
necessary to cover bare spaces of stone
or wood; when they are in place,
however, they prove s toriment to the
eye. In the matter of interior finish
the rane rule bholds good. There cau-
not be but gencral regret ot the pass.
ing of the honest handiwork in wood.
The workman was an artiean, il not
an artist, and be rarely moned against
good taste, everything being in keep-
ing nnd general harmony of designo.

PARADISE FOR CRIMINALS,

Lise le the Open Air
¥ roaeilian,
A correrpondent writing from Haly
glves some interesting detalls of the
treatment of  prisoners  on varfous
Italiin fslnnds he visited while on o
trip fn the Mediterranean, =ays Lon-
don Til-Bits,  Bach of these {slanda
containg several  hundred  prisoners,
who are locked up every night at sun-
got, released at daybireak and locked
up again from midday untl 2 o'clock,
During the night ne prisoner is al-
lowed to be absent nnder any eireun-
stances, but at midday those who work
on farms ot o distanee from the prison
are allowed to remain ont by special
permission of the dircetor Iniring
these froe hours the prisoners can go
anywhere they Hke on the (sland and
cin engnge in any work offered them
by the townspeople or farmers, Any
infraction of the rales of ordinary life
aronnd them or of thelir prison is pun-
ishedd by seclusion in speclal  cells,
The government furaishes physielans
and medicines, o summer and winter
sult of clothes ta each prisoner every
vear and altows him fivepence daily in
money for s food and other neces-
saries of life, Danger of escaps 1s pre-
vented by o squad of goldlers —one to
every ton eriminals—and n swift-sail-
ing felucen, manned by marines. On
aecount of the cheapness of labor the
islunds are so highiy caltivated as to
resemble gasdens.  The correspondent
adds: “As for the prisoners, the open
alr makes them the healthiest of any
criminals 1 have ever seen,  There fs
no #ign In their faces and bodles of
that prison blight which strikes evory
visitor to ordinary juils,"
