The past week hus been cool, the
temperature being below the normal
on all exeept the first two days of the
week and averaging between twe and
three degrees below the normal, The
daily maximum temperatures have
been generally below 90 exeept on
the first two days when they exceeded
90 and in some places 100,

The rainfull has been light except
in the southeastern part of the state
where two or three inches fell, More
than half an inoh full over a eousider-
able portion of the southeastern and
northwestern seotions, while in the re-
mainder of the state the rainfall was
generally less than a quarter of an
inch and in some localities no meas-
urable amount foll,

The harvest of small grain has been
pushed and is now well advamced in
most portions of the state, Thresh-
ing is being commenced quite gemer-
ally. Winter wheat ie yieldiog well
but eats are a light erop and the (ual.
ity is poor, being very light weight,
Hay is a good crop and a large por-
tion has been secured in excellent
condition,

Corn has made good growth in most
portions of the state and continues in
very promising condition except in
the extreme western couuties where
the early planted has been injured by
drougnt, and rain is now urgently
needed, While corn has not suffered
over the state generally it would grow
better in most portions with more rain
as the ground is getting somewhat
dry. In the region of heavy rainfall
the past week the corn is in remark-
ably fine condition,
