To I'revent Smut In Oats.
Tho Michigan experiment station

ostimntos that tho loss to that stato
last ycur in tho out crop alone, caused
by smut.was not loss than $1,000,000.
Tho station claims thai tho smut aan
bo outlroly prevented by the use of
tho hot water method of ttoutmont,
which is as follows:

Tho fanner may use his ingenuity
in regard to tho tientlnir of his wheat
and outs, and tiso wlmtovor convonl-unc- o

ho has at hand anyway so that
ho accomplish thu desired result.

Ono way wo II nd convenient is to
havo a kottlo in which lo beat tho
wator qulto hot, say ICi dcurocs.

Near this kottlo placo a barrel In
which to treat the seed. Fill this
ban ol about ono half full of hot vvutor
from tho kottlo and then by inkling
either hot or cold watsir.tJio tempera-
ture of tho water In the barrel may
be kept nt tho desired holght.

It will bo found vory convenient to
havo the barrel in which tho seed is
to bo trcuted sunk into the ground
so that tho top is only a foot or so
abovo tho surface.

Into this barrel dip the seed.
The dipping is easily done by

placing about a bushol of seed into a
ooarso gunny sack, and fasten this
sack to ono end of a long; pole ssed
as a lover hung across a notched post

Th. hnuld h kntik mnvlnr
til tno time whilo in tho 'not water
and by using the polo this Is aaslly
done.

Oats may be treated just before
owing.

After taking them out of tho bar
rol of hot water it is best to throw
sold water over thorn to cool them
oft, and then let them stand and
drain two or tbreo hours after which
they may bo sown broadcast

Wheat dries more readily, so il
spreua out immediately aftor treating
and left to dry a fow hours, it can
then bo sown broadcast or in a force
feed drill.

As thu grains will bo considerably
swollen after their treatment it is
well to regulate tho drill to feed from
ono to two pecks moro por aero than
with dry seed.

It will bo loadily seen that thi.
method is In tho reach of every fur
inor.

All that is roquirod is one kottlo,
ono or two bnrrols, and a coarso sack.

Two men in ono day can treat
enough oats to sow 20 act es or enough
wheat to sow 10 iicrcs.

Ono caution to bo obsorvod is that
of using no bags or dishes for treated
seed that havo been used for tho
untreated becd, unless thoy have llrat
been sealilod.
